❖ Primary Business of Our Company: 

Our company was established in the year 2011 as a Private Limited Company with the basic object of Trading of 

agriculture commodities. Till March 2019, there was no major business activity in the company. However, after that 

we explored the opportunities in the cotton industry and looking at the bright prospects, we started business of trading 

of Raw Cotton, Cotton Bales, Yarn and manufacturing of Ladies Kurtis and Dress Materials through outsourcing 

model. Our company had started its major business operation effectively from financial year 2019-20. Having gained 

experience in this industry, now we have started manufacturing ladies dress materials particularly Kurtis from the 

current year 2021 and selling in our own domestic brand “SCARNOSE”. (For Detailed information on our business, 

please refer to chapter titled “Our Business” beginning from page no. 68 of this draft prospectus.) 

   

❖ Summary of the industry in which our Company operates: 

India’s textiles industry contributed 7% to the industry output (by value) in 2018-19. The Indian textiles and apparel 

industry contributed 2% to the GDP, 12% to export earnings and held 5% of the global trade in textiles and apparel 

in 2018-19. The share of the India’s textiles and apparel exports in mercantile shipments was 11% in 2019-20. Textiles 

industry has around 4.5 crore employed workers including 35.22 lakh handloom workers across the country. Cotton 

production is expected to reach 37.10 million bales and consumption is expected to reach 114 million bales in FY21-

13% growth over the previous year.  

 

The domestic textiles and apparel market stood at an estimated US$ 100 billion in FY19. The production of raw 

cotton in India is estimated to have reached 35.4 million bales in FY20^. During FY19, production of fibre in India 

stood at 1.44 million tonnes (MT) and reached 2.40 MT in FY21 (till January 2021), while that for yarn, the production 

stood at 4,762 million kgs during same period. Exports of textiles (RMG of all textiles, cotton yarn/fabs/made-

ups/handloom products, man-made yarn/fabs/made-ups, handicrafts excl. handmade carpets, carpets and jute mfg. 

including floor coverings) stood at US$ 2.99 billion, as of June 2021. In July 2021, exports of cotton 

yarn/fabrics/made-ups, handloom products, etc., from India increased by 50.86% in June 2021 over June 2019. 

 

The textiles sector has witnessed a spurt in investment during the last five years. The industry (including dyed and 

printed) attracted Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) worth US$ 3.75 billion from April 2000 to March 2021. In May 

2021, Indo Count Industries Ltd. (ICIL), announced an investment of Rs. 200 crore (US$ 26.9 million) to expand its 

production capacity. The production-linked incentive (PLI) scheme for man-made fibre and technical textiles will 

help boost manufacturing, increase exports and attract investments into the sector. (For further detailed information, 

please refer to chapter titled “Industry Overview” beginning from page no. 56 of this draft prospectus.)

RISK FACTOR

The Risk factors have been determined on the basis of their materiality. The following factors have been considered for 

determining the materiality.  

 

1. Some risks may not be material individually but may be material when considered collectively.  

2. Some risks may have material impact qualitatively instead of quantitatively.  

3. Some risks may not be material at present but may have a material impact in the future. 

 

INTERNAL RISK FACTOR: 

 

1. Our business is dependent on a few customers and the loss of, or a significant reduction in award of contracts by such 

customers could adversely affect our business. 

We have started our business from a single client in the FY 2019-20. In FY 2020-21 and up to 6 Months period ended 

30/09/2021 in FY 2021-22, our 100% revenue comes from 7-8 major customers. Revenues from any particular client may 

vary significantly from one reporting period to another depending on the nature of work orders. Larger orders from few 

customers may represent a larger part of our portfolio, increasing the potential volatility of our results and exposure to 

individual business risks. Such concentration of our business on a few clients may have an adverse effect on our results 

of operations and result in a significant reduction in the business which could also adversely affect our business if we do 

not achieve our expected margins or suffer losses on one or more of these large businesses, from such clients.  

 

Our long-standing relationship with certain of our customers is a result of our timely and efficient delivery of work. 

However, in the event we are unable to complete our delivery within the duration as decided, or the quality of our products 

deteriorates, then our relationship will get strained and we may not get further orders from our current clients which could 

adversely affect our business. In addition, our clients may also be entitled to terminate the order in the event of delay in 

supply of products if the delay is not on account of any of the agreed exceptions. Consequently, the loss of any of our 

significant clients, could have an adverse effect on our business, cash flows and results of operations.  

  

2. We are highly dependent upon few suppliers for our raw material for our current manufacturing facilities. In an 

eventuality where our suppliers are unable to deliver us the required materials in a time-bound manner it may have a 

material adverse effect on our business operations and profitability. 

We have started our business with a single supplier in the FY 2019-20. For the Financial Year ended as on March 31, 

2021, our top 10 suppliers contributed around 79.35% and top 5 suppliers contributed around 63.75% of our purchases. 

For the 6 months period ended September 30, 2021 in Financial Year 2021-22, our top 10 suppliers contributed around 

82.94% and top 5 suppliers contributed around 70.78% of our purchases. In the event of a delay, inadequacy or default in 
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deliveries by any of our vendors, we may not be able to source our material on an adequate and timely basis or on 

commercially acceptable terms. A major disruption to the timely and adequate supplies of our materials could adversely 

affect our business, results of operations and financial condition. Any problems faced by our suppliers in their 

manufacturing facilities resulting in delays or non-adherence to quality requirements could adversely impact our ability 

to meet our customers’ requirements in time and our operations would be affected to the extent we are unable to line up 

supplies from alternate suppliers. 

 

3. Currently our manufacturing of Kurtis and dress materials are under outsourcing model and in future also we will 

continue to have this model. 

Outsourcing model enables us to deploy lesser fixed costs and administrative costs. However, our dependencies are more 

on the person/entity to whom the work is entrusted. We cannot strictly monitor the quality and timelines and any adverse 

outcome resulting in loss of client will have an adverse impact on our brand and our financial position. 

 

4. Our Company had negative cash flow in recent fiscals, details of which are given below. Sustained negative cash flow 

could adversely impact our business, financial condition and results of operations.  

The detailed break up of cash flows is summarized in below mentioned table and our Company has reported negative cash 

flow in certain financial years and which could affect our business and growth:

6. Our results of operations may be materially adversely affected by our failure to anticipate and respond to changes in 

fashion trends and consumer preferences in a timely manner 

Our results of operations depend upon the continued demand by consumers for our products. We operate in an industry 

that is highly competitive and where customers’ purchases are highly subjective and sensitive to trends and fashion tastes. 

Creativity and being abreast with the latest fashion trends are one of the key attributes for success in this industry. For our 

Company to remain competitive in respect of appealing designs, our designers have to keep themselves abreast with the 

latest trends, and fashion demands and more importantly understand the requirements of the customers. If we are unable 

to anticipate consumer preferences or industry changes, or if we are unable to modify our products on a timely basis, we 

may lose customers to our competitors, or may be forced to reduce our sales realization on products by having to offer 

them at a discount, thereby reducing our margins 

 

7. Our business is seasonal in nature in domestic market with the peak happening during festivals and other 

important functions. Any substantial decrease in our sales during the said period can have a material adverse 

impact on our financial performance. 

Currently, we are engaged mainly in domestic sales of trading in cotton bales, yarn, Kurtis and other dress materials. Our 

business exhibits seasonality particularly for the Dress materials including kurtis due the festivals or important functions 

like Marriage, Religious activities etc. We are impacted by seasonal variations in sales volumes, which may cause our 

revenues to vary significantly between different quarters in a Fiscal. Typically, we see an increase in our business during 

navarati, before Diwali and during end of season sales. Any substantial decrease in sales other than the other quarters 

could have a material adverse effect on our financial condition and results of operations. 

8. Competition from Other established competitors 

Our Company’s business is driven with various factors like intense competition from established as well as unorganized 

players. Our competition depends on several factors which includes quality, price and most importantly to upgrade with 

the latest trend to reap optimum sales. 

 

Our competition varies for our products and regions. We compete with other manufacturers on the basis of product range, 

product quality, and product price including factors, based on reputation, regional needs, and customer convenience. 

While these factors are key parameters in client’s decisions matrix in purchasing goods; product range, product quality 

and product price is often the deciding factor in most deals. Our Company faces competition from several other domestic 

and foreign brands present in the market as also new brands that may enter in the market in the future. 
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9. We require high working capital for our smooth day to day operations of business and any discontinuance or our 

inability to acquire adequate working capital timely and on favourable terms may have an adverse effect on our 

operations, profitability and growth prospects. 

Our business demands substantial funds towards working capital requirements. In case there are insufficient cash flows 

to meet our working capital requirement or we are unable to arrange the same from other sources or there are delays in 

disbursement of arranged funds, or we are unable to procure funds on favourable terms, it may result into our inability to 

finance our working capital needs on a timely basis which may have an adverse effect on our operations, profitability and 

growth prospects.  

 

10. Delays or defaults in payment by our customers could affect our cash flows and may adversely affect our financial 

condition and operations. 

In the past, we have extended credit to our customers for a certain tenure and at times for a long period of time and for 

reason concerning the financial health of our customer we may not be able to realize or recover outstanding amounts in 

part or in, full within a pre-determined timeframe. We have and may continue to have high levels of outstanding 

receivables. Our average outstanding receivable tenure is in the range of 2 to 3 months in the past financial years. Hence, 

if delays or defaults in client payments continue or increase in proportion to our total revenues, it could negatively affect 

our cash flows and consequently affect our financial condition and operations. Further, while we may take appropriate 

action in the event of a non-payment of receivables, there can be no assurance that we will be able to successfully recover 

outstanding amounts owed to us in part or in full, which in turn could affect our cash flows and may adversely affect our 

financial condition and operations. 

 

11. Our Registered Office from where we operate are not owned by us. 

Our Registered Office premise is situated at 503, Sun Square, Nr Hotel Nest, Off C. G. Road, Navrangpura, Ahmedabad 

- 380006, Gujarat, India, which is owned by promoters of our company. We cannot assure you that we will be able to 

continue the above arrangement on commercially acceptable/favourable terms in future. If we are required to vacate the 

current premises, we would be required to make alternative arrangements for new offices and other infrastructure, and we 

cannot assure that the new arrangements will be on commercially acceptable/favourable terms. If we are required to 

relocate our business operations during this period, we may suffer a disruption in our operations or have to pay higher 

charges, which could have an adverse effect on our business, prospects, results of operations and financial condition. 

 

12. Our Company has made an application for registration of trademark. We are unable to assure you that the future 

viability or value of any of our intellectual property or that the steps taken by us to protect the proprietary rights of our 

Company will be adequate. 

We have applied with ‘The Registrar of Trade Marks, Trade Marks Registry’ for registration of trademark of our logo. 

We are taking steps to secure our Trademark as the registration for the said trademark in our name is important to retain 

our brand equity. If our application for registration is not accepted or if any oppositions filed against our trademark 

application are successful, we may lose the statutory protection available to us under the Trade Marks Act, 1999 for such 

trademark. Further, we cannot assure that our future application would be granted registration or will not be challenged 

or if granted registration, will not be invalidated or circumvented or will offer us any meaningful protection. We are unable 

to assure that the future viability or value of any of our intellectual property or that the steps to be taken by us to protect 

the proprietary rights of our Company will be adequate. 

 

13. The extent to which the Coronavirus pandemic (COVID-19) may affect our business and operations in the future is 

uncertain and cannot be predicted. 

During the first half of calendar year 2020, COVID-19 spread to a majority of countries across the world, including India 

and even in the current year 2021 there was a severe second wave impact. The COVID-19 pandemic has had, and may 

continue to have, significant repercussions across local, national and global economies and financial markets. In particular, 

a number of governments and organizations have revised GDP growth forecasts for calendar year 2020 downward in 

response to the economic slowdown caused by the spread of COVID-19. The global impact of the COVID-19 pandemic 

has been rapidly evolving and public health officials and governmental authorities have responded by taking measures, 

such as prohibiting people from assembling in large numbers, instituting quarantines, restricting travel, issuing “stay-at-

home” orders and restricting the types of businesses that may continue to operate, among many others. On March 14, 

2020, India declared COVID-19 as a “notified disaster” and imposed a nationwide lockdown beginning on March 25, 

2020. The lockdown has been extended periodically by varying degrees by state governments and local administrations. 

The lifting of the lockdown across various regions has been regulated with limited and progressive relaxations being 

granted for movement of goods and people in other places and calibrated re-opening of businesses and offices. Despite 

the lifting of the lockdown, there is significant uncertainty regarding the duration and long-term impact of the COVID-19 

pandemic, as well as possible future responses by the Government, which makes it impossible for us to predict with 

certainty the impact that COVID-19 will have on our business and operations in the future. 

 

We are closely monitoring the impact of COVID-19 on our financial condition, liquidity, operations, suppliers and 

workforce. Any intensification of the COVID-19 pandemic or any future outbreak of another highly infectious or 

contagious disease may adversely affect our business, results of operations and financial condition. 
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14. Our success depends heavily upon our Promoters and Directors for their continuing services, strategic guidance and 

financial support. 

Our success depends heavily upon the continuing services of Promoters & Directors who are the natural person in control 

of our Company. Our Promoters have a good experience in the field of business and finance. They have established cordial 

relations with various customers and suppliers over the past 2-3 years, which have immensely benefitted our Company’s 

current customer and supplier relations. We believe that our relation with our Promoters, who have rich experience in the 

industry, managing customers and handling overall businesses, has enabled us to experience growth and profitability. We 

benefit from our relationship with our Promoters and our success depends upon the continuing services of our Promoters 

who have been responsible for the growth of our business and are closely involved in the overall strategy, direction and 

management of our business. Further, our Promoters are also part of certain other firms / ventures and may continue to do 

so. If they divert their attention to such other concerns, we may not be able to function as efficiently and profitably as 

before. We may have to incur additional costs to replace the services of our Promoters or we may not be able to do so at 

all, which could adversely affect our business operations and affect our ability to continue to manage and expand our 

business. 

 

15. Our Company has entered into certain related party transactions and may continue to do so in the future. 

Our Company has entered into related party transactions with our Promoters, Directors, Group Entities and their relatives. 

While our Company believes that all such transactions have been conducted on arm’s length basis, there can be no 

assurance that it could not have been achieved on more favourable terms had such transactions not been entered into with 

related parties. Furthermore, it is likely that our Company will enter into related party transactions in the future. There can 

be no assurance that such transactions, individually or in the aggregate, will not have an adverse effect on our financial 

condition and results of operation. For details, please refer to “Related Party Transactions” under section titled 

“Financial Statements as Restated” on page no. 1 of this Draft Prospectus. 

 

16. Our Company has availed certain unsecured loan which is repayable on demand. Any demand from the lender for 

repayment of such unsecured loan may affect our cash flow and financial condition.  

Our Company has availed certain unsecured loan and are repayable on demand. Though our Company intends to repay 

the loan amount in near future, sudden recall may disrupt our operations and also may force us to opt for funding at higher 

interest rates, resulting in higher financial burden. Further, we will not be able to raise funds at short notice and thus result 

in shortage of working capital fund. For further details, please refer to the section “Unsecured Loans” under “Financial 

Statements as restated” beginning on page no. 103 of this Draft Prospectus. Any demand for the repayment of such 

unsecured loan, may adversely affect our cash flow and financial condition. 

 

17. We require certain approvals and licenses in the ordinary course of business and are required to comply with certain 

rules and regulations to operate our business, and the failure to obtain, retain and renew such approvals and licenses 

in timely manner or comply with such rules and regulations or at all may adversely affect our operations. 

We require several statutory and regulatory permits, licenses and approvals to operate our business. Many of these 

approvals are granted for fixed periods of time and need renewal from time to time. Non-renewal of the said permits and 

licenses would adversely affect our Company’s operations, thereby having a material adverse effect on our business, 

results of operations and financial condition. There can be no assurance that the relevant authorities will issue any of such 

permits or approvals in the time-frame anticipated by us or at all. Further, some of our permits, licenses and approvals are 

subject to several conditions and we cannot provide any assurance that we will be able to continuously meet such 

conditions or be able to prove compliance with such conditions to the statutory authorities, which may lead to the 

cancellation, revocation or suspension of relevant permits, licenses or approvals. Any failure by us to apply in time, to 

renew, maintain or obtain the required permits, licenses or approvals, or the cancellation, suspension or revocation of any 

of the permits, licenses or approvals may result in the interruption of our operations and may have a material adverse 

effect on the business. For further details, please see chapters titled “Government and Other Key Approvals” at pages

18. If we are unable to manage our growth effectively or if our estimates or assumptions used in developing our strategic 

plan are inaccurate or we are unable to execute our strategic plan effectively, our business and prospects may be 

materially and adversely affected. 

Our revenue and our business operations have grown in recent years. Although we plan to continue to expand our scale 

of operations, we may not be able to sustain these rates of growth in future periods due to a number of factors, including, 

among others, our execution capability, our ability to retain, maintain & enter into new supplier MOUs / agreements, our 

ability to maintain customer satisfaction, our ability to mobilise sufficient working capital, macroeconomic factors beyond 

our control such as decline in global economic conditions, competition with other players in the organized and unorganized 

segments, the greater difficulty of growing at sustained rates from a larger revenue base, our inability to control our 

expenses and the availability of resources for our growth. There can be no assurance that we will not suffer from capital 

constraints, operational difficulties or difficulties in expanding existing business operations. 

 

Our development and expansion strategies will require substantial managerial efforts and skills and the incurrence of 

additional expenditures may subject us to new or increased risks. We may not be able to efficiently or effectively 

implement our growth strategies or manage the growth of our operations, and any failure to do so may limit future growth 

and have an adverse effect on our business.

Some of our Directors (including our Promoters) and Key Management Personnel may be interested in our Company to 

the extent of their shareholding and dividend entitlement in our Company, in addition to normal remuneration, incentives 

or benefits and reimbursement of expenses. We cannot assure you that our Directors or our Key Management Personnel 

would always exercise their rights as Shareholders to the benefit and best interest of our Company. As a result, our 

Promoters & our Directors will continue to exercise significant control over our Company, including being able to control 

the composition of our board of directors and determine decisions requiring simple or special majority voting, and our 

other Shareholders may be unable to affect the outcome of such voting. Our Promoters and Directors may take or block 

actions with respect to our business, which may conflict with our best interests or the interests of other minority 

Shareholders, such as actions with respect to future capital raising or acquisitions. We cannot assure you that our 

Promoters and Directors will always act to resolve any conflicts of interest in our favour, thereby adversely affecting our 

business and results of operations and prospects. For further details of our transactions or interests of our promoters / 

promoter group, please refer the chapters titled “Capital Structure” and “Financial Information as Restated” beginning 

on page nos. 38, and 103 respectively, of this Prospectus. 

 

20. We are dependent on a number of key managerial personnel, including our senior management, and the loss of or our 

inability to attract or retain such persons with specialized technical know-how could adversely affect our business, 

results of operations, cash flows and financial condition. 

Our performance depends largely on the efforts and abilities of our senior management and other key managerial 

personnel, including our present officers who have specialized technical know-how. The inputs and experience of our 

senior management and key managerial personnel are valuable for the development of our business and operations 

strategy. We cannot assure you that we will be able to retain these employees or find adequate replacements in a timely 

manner, or at all. Our Company does not maintain any director’s and officer’s insurance policy or any keyman insurance 

policy. The loss of the services of such persons could have an adverse effect on our business, results of operations, cash 

flows and financial condition. 

 

21. Upon completion of the Issue, our Promoters / Promoter Group may continue to retain significant control, which will 

allow them to influence the outcome of matters submitted to the shareholders for approval.  

After completion of the Issue, our Promoters and Promoter Group will collectively own 61.91% of the total post issue 

Equity Shares. As a result, our Promoters together with the members of the Promoter Group will be able to exercise a 

significant degree of influence over us and will be able to control the outcome of any proposal that can be approved by a 

majority shareholder vote, including, the election of members to our Board, in accordance with the Companies Act and 

our Articles of Association. Such a concentration of ownership may also have the effect of delaying, preventing or 

deterring any strategic decision favourable to the Company or effecting a change in control of our Company for the 

betterment of the stakeholders.  

 

In addition, our Promoters will continue to have the ability to cause us to take actions that are not in, or may conflict with, 

our interests or the interests of some or all of our creditors or minority shareholders, and we cannot assure you that such 

actions will not have an adverse effect on our future financial performance or the price of our Equity Shares. 

 

22. We may not be successful in implementing our business strategies. 

The success of our business depends substantially on our ability to implement our business strategies effectively. Even 

though we have successfully executed our business strategies in the past, there is no guarantee that we can implement the 

same on time and within the estimated budget going forward, or that we will be able to meet the expectations of our 

targeted clients. Changes in regulations applicable to us may also make it difficult to implement our business strategies.

These reports are subject to various limitations and based upon certain assumptions that are subjective in 

nature. We have not independently verified data from such industry reports and other sources. Although we believe that 

the data may be considered to be reliable, their accuracy, completeness and underlying assumptions are not guaranteed 

and their dependability cannot be assured. While we have taken reasonable care in the reproduction of the information, 
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the information has not been prepared or independently verified by us or any of our respective affiliates or advisors and, 

therefore, we make no representation or warranty, express or implied, as to the accuracy or completeness of such facts 

and statistics. Due to possibly flawed or ineffective collection methods or discrepancies between published information 

and market practice and other problems, the statistics herein may be inaccurate or may not be comparable to statistics 

produced for other economies and should not be unduly relied upon. Further, there is no assurance that they are stated or 

compiled on the same basis or with the same degree of accuracy as may be the case elsewhere. Statements from third 

parties that involve estimates are subject to change, and actual amounts may differ materially from those included in this 

draft prospectus. 

 

24. Within the parameters as mentioned in the chapter titled “Objects of this Issue” beginning on page 48 of this draft 

prospectus, our Company’s management will have flexibility in applying the proceeds of this Issue. The fund 

requirement and deployment mentioned in the Objects of this Issue have not been appraised by any bank or financial 

institution. 

We intend to use entire Issue Proceeds towards purchase of building, plant & machinery, doing interior work for display 

centre, meeting the working capital requirement and general corporate purposes. We intend to deploy majority of the Net 

Issue Proceeds in financial year 2022-23 and such deployment is based on certain assumptions and strategy which our 

Company believes to implement in future. The funds raised from the Issue may remain idle on account of change in 

assumptions, market conditions, strategy of our Company, etc., For further details on the use of the Issue Proceeds, please 

refer chapter titled “Objects of the Issue” beginning on page 48 of this draft prospectus. 

 

The deployment of funds for the purposes described above is at the discretion of our Company’s Board of Directors. The 

fund requirement and deployment are based on internal management estimates and has not been appraised by any bank 

or financial institution. Accordingly, within the parameters as mentioned in the chapter titled “Objects of the Issue” 

beginning on page 48 of this draft prospectus, the Management will have significant flexibility in applying the proceeds 

received by our Company from the Issue. Our Board of Directors and the Audit Committee will monitor the proceeds of 

this Issue. 

 

25. Our business is significantly affected by fluctuations in general economic activity. 

Demand for our products is significantly affected by the general level of commercial activity and economic conditions in 

the regions and sectors in which we operate. An economic downturn in a region or sector in which we operate may 

adversely affect our operations in that region or sector. Our clients are basically located in India and any downturn in the 

Indian market may adversely affect our operations, thereby affecting our business, financial conditions or results of 

operations. We may also experience more competitive pricing pressure during periods of economic downturn. 

 

26. The deployment of funds raised through this Issue shall not be subject to any Monitoring Agency and shall be purely 

dependent on the discretion of the management of our Company. 

Since the Issue size is less than Rs. 10,000 Lakhs, there is no mandatory requirement of appointing an Independent 

Monitoring Agency for overseeing the deployment of utilization of funds raised through this Issue. The deployment of 

these funds raised through this Issue, is hence, at the discretion of the management and the Board of Directors of our 

Company and will not be subject to monitoring by any independent agency. Any inability on our part to effectively utilize 

the Issue proceeds could adversely affect our finances. 

 

27. Our ability to pay dividends in the future will depend upon our future earnings, financial condition, cash flows, 

working capital requirements, capital expenditure and restrictive covenants in our financing arrangements. 

We may retain all our future earnings, if any, for use in the operations and expansion of our business. As a result, we may 

not declare dividends in the foreseeable future. Any future determination as to the declaration and payment of dividends 

will be at the discretion of our Board of Directors and will depend on factors that our Board of Directors deem relevant, 

including among others, our results of operations, financial condition, cash requirements, business prospects and any 

other financing arrangements. Accordingly, realization of a gain on shareholders investments may largely depend upon 

the appreciation of the price of our Equity Shares. There can be no assurance that our Equity Shares will appreciate in 

value. For details of our dividend history, see “Dividend Policy” on page 102 of this draft prospectus. 

 

28. Any future issuance of Equity Shares may dilute your shareholdings, and sale of the Equity Shares by our major 

shareholders may adversely affect the trading price of our Equity Shares. 

Any future equity issuance by our Company may lead to the dilution of investors’ shareholdings in our Company. In 

addition, any sale of substantial Equity Shares in the public market after the completion of this Issue, including by our 

major shareholders, or the perception that such sales could occur, could adversely affect the market price of the Equity 

Shares and could significantly impair our future ability to raise capital through offerings of the Equity Shares. We cannot 

predict what effect, if any, market sales of the Equity Shares held by the major shareholders of our Company or the 

availability of these Equity Shares for future sale will have on the market price of our Equity Shares.  
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29. The Issue Price of our Equity Shares may not be indicative of the market price of our Equity Shares after the Issue 

and the market price of our Equity Shares may decline below the Issue Price and you may not be able to sell your 

Equity Shares at or above the Issue Price.  

The Issue price is based on numerous factors. For further information, see the chapter titled “Basis for Issue Price” 

beginning on page no. 52 of this draft prospectus and may not be indicative of the market price of our Equity Shares after 

the Issue. The market price of our Equity Shares could be subject to significant fluctuations after the Issue and may decline 

below the Issue Price. We cannot assure you that you will be able to sell your Equity Shares at or above the Issue Price. 

Among the factors that could affect our share price are: 

 

• Quarterly variations in the rate of growth of our financial indicators, such as earnings per share, net income and 

revenues;  

• Changes in revenue or earnings estimates or publication of research reports by analysts;  

• Speculation in the press or investment community;  

• Domestic and international economic, legal and regulatory factors unrelated to our performance.  

 

30. Managing employee benefit pressures in India may prevent us from sustaining our competitive advantage which could 

adversely affect our business prospects and future financial performance.  

Employee benefits represent a major expense for us and our ability to maintain or reduce such costs is critical for our 

business operations. We may be required to increase employee compensation levels to remain competitive and manage 

attrition, and consequently we may need to increase the prices of our products and services. An increase in wages/ salaries 

paid to our employees may result in a material adverse effect on our profits in the event that we are unable to pass on such 

increased expenditure to our users or customers without losing their business to our competitors. Likewise, if we are 

unable to sustain or increase the number of employees as necessary to meet growing demand, our business, financial 

condition and results of operations could be adversely affected.  

 

31. The requirements of being a public listed company may strain our resources and impose additional requirements. 

With the increased scrutiny of the affairs of a public listed company by shareholders, regulators and the public at large, 

we will incur significant legal, accounting, corporate governance and other expenses that we did not incur in the past. We 

will also be subject to the provisions of the listing agreements signed with the Stock Exchange(s) which require us to file 

unaudited financial results on a half yearly basis. In order to meet our financial control and disclosure obligations, 

significant resources and management supervision will be required. As a result, management’s attention may be diverted 

from other business concerns, which could have an adverse effect on our business and operations. There can be no 

assurance that we will be able to satisfy our reporting obligations and/or readily determine and report any changes to our 

results of operations in a timely manner as other listed companies. In addition, we will need to increase the strength of our 

management team and hire additional legal and accounting staff with appropriate public company experience and 

accounting knowledge and we cannot assure that we will be able to do so in a timely manner. 

 

EXTERNAL RISK FACTORS 

 

1. Changes in government regulations or their implementation could disrupt our operations and adversely affect our 

business and results of operations. 

Our business and industry is regulated by different laws, rules and regulations framed by the Central and State 

Government. These regulations can be amended/ changed on a short notice at the discretion of the Government. If we 

fail to comply with all applicable regulations or if the regulations governing our business or their implementation change 

adversely, we may incur increased costs or be subject to penalties, which could disrupt our operations and adversely 

affect our business and results of operations. 

 

2. You may be subject to Indian taxes arising out of capital gains on the sale of the Equity Shares. 

Under current Indian tax laws, capital gains arising from the sale of equity shares within 12 months in an Indian company 

are classified as short-term capital gains and generally taxable. Any gain realized on the sale of listed equity shares on a 

stock exchange that are held for more than 12 months is considered as long-term capital gains and is taxable at 10%, in 

excess of Rs. 1,00,000. Any long-term gain realized on the sale of equity shares, which are sold other than on a recognized 

stock exchange and on which no STT has been paid, is also subject to tax in India. Capital gains arising from the sale of 

equity shares are exempt from taxation in India where an exemption from taxation in India is provided under a treaty 

between India and the country of which the seller is resident. Generally, Indian tax treaties do not limit India’s ability to 

impose tax on capital gains. As a result, residents of other countries may be liable to pay tax in India as well as in their 

own jurisdiction on a gain on the sale of equity shares. 

 

3. Public companies in India, including our Company, shall be required to prepare financial statements under Indian 

Accounting Standards. 

Our Company currently prepares its annual financial statements under Indian GAAP. The MCA, Government of India, 

has, through a notification dated February 16, 2015, set out the Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS) and the timelines 

for their implementation. In accordance with such notification, our Company is required to prepare its financial statements 

in accordance with Ind AS. Ind AS is different in many aspects from Indian GAAP under which our financial statements 
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are currently prepared. Accordingly, the degree to which the restated financial statements included in the draft prospectus 

will provide meaningful information is entirely dependent on the reader's level of familiarity with Indian accounting 

practices. Any reliance by persons not familiar with Indian accounting practices on the financial disclosures presented in 

the draft prospectus should accordingly be limited.  

 

4. Taxes and other levies imposed by the Government of India or other State Governments, as well as other financial 

policies and regulations, may have a material adverse effect on our business, financial condition and results of 

operations. 

Taxes and other levies imposed by the Central or State Governments in India that affect our industry include: 

• custom duties on imports of raw materials and components; 

• Goods and Service 

These taxes and levies affect the cost and prices of our products and therefore demand for our product. An increase in 

any of these taxes or levies, or the imposition of new taxes or levies in the future, may have a material adverse effect on 

our business, profitability and financial condition. 

 

5. Political instability or a change in economic liberalization and deregulation policies could seriously harm business 

and economic conditions in India generally and our business in particular. 

The Government of India has traditionally exercised and continues to exercise influence over many aspects of the 

economy. Our business and the market price and liquidity of our Equity Shares may be affected by interest rates, changes 

in Government policy, taxation, social and civil unrest and other political, economic or other developments in or affecting 

India. The rate of economic liberalization could change, and specific laws and policies affecting the information 

technology sector, foreign investment and other matters affecting investment in our securities could change as well. Any 

significant change in such liberalization and deregulation policies could adversely affect business and economic 

conditions in India, generally, and our business, prospects, financial condition and results of operations, in particular. 

 

6. We cannot guarantee the accuracy or completeness of facts and other statistics with respect to India, the Indian 

economy and industry in which we operate contained in the draft prospectus. 

While facts and other statistics in the draft prospectus relating to India, the Indian economy and the industry in which we 

operate has been based on various web site data and IBEF that we believe are reliable, we cannot guarantee the quality 

or reliability of such materials. While we have taken reasonable care in the reproduction of such information, industry 

facts and other statistics have not been prepared or independently verified by us or any of our respective affiliates or 

advisors and, therefore we make no representation as to their accuracy or completeness. These facts and other statistics 

include the facts and statistics included in the chapter titled “Industry Overview” beginning on page 56 of this draft 

prospectus. Due to possibly flawed or ineffective data collection methods or discrepancies between published information 

and market practice and other problems, the statistics herein may be inaccurate or may not be comparable to statistics 

produced elsewhere and should not be unduly relied upon. Further, there is no assurance that they are stated or compiled 

on the same basis or with the same degree of accuracy, as the case may be, elsewhere. 

 

7. Global economic, political and social conditions may harm our ability to do business, increase our costs and negatively 

affect our stock price. 

Global economic and political factors that are beyond our control, influence forecasts and directly affect performance. 

These factors include interest rates, rates of economic growth, fiscal and monetary policies of governments, inflation, 

deflation, foreign exchange fluctuations, consumer credit availability, fluctuations in commodities markets, consumer 

debt levels, unemployment trends and other matters that influence consumer confidence, spending and tourism. 

Increasing volatility in financial markets may cause these factors to change with a greater degree of frequency and 

magnitude, which may negatively affect our stock prices. 

 

8. Foreign investors are subject to foreign investment restrictions under Indian law that limits our ability to attract 

foreign investors, which may adversely impact the market price of the Equity Shares. 

Under the foreign exchange regulations currently in force in India, transfer of shares between non- residents and residents 

are freely permitted (subject to certain exceptions) if they comply with the pricing guidelines and reporting requirements 

specified by the RBI. If the transfer of shares, which are sought to be transferred, is not in compliance with such pricing 

guidelines or reporting requirements or fall under any of the exceptions referred to above, then the prior approval of the 

RBI will be required. Additionally, shareholders who seek to convert the Rupee proceeds from a sale of shares in India 

into foreign currency and repatriate that foreign currency from India will require a no objection/ tax clearance certificate 

from the income tax authority. There can be no assurance that any approval required from the RBI or any other 

government agency can be obtained on any particular terms or at all. 

 

9. The extent and reliability of Indian infrastructure could adversely affect our Company‟s results of operations and 

financial condition. 

India’s physical infrastructure is in developing phase compared to that of many developed nations. Any congestion or 

disruption in its port, rail and road networks, electricity grid, communication systems or any other public facility could 

disrupt our Company’s normal business activity. Any deterioration of India’s physical infrastructure would harm the 

national economy, disrupt the transportation of goods and supplies, and add costs to doing business in India. These 
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problems could interrupt our Company’s business operations, which could have an adverse effect on its results of 

operations and financial condition. 

 

10. Any downgrading of India’s sovereign rating by an independent agency may harm our ability to raise financing. 

Any adverse revisions to India’s credit ratings for domestic and international debt by international rating agencies may 

adversely impact our ability to raise additional financing, and the interest rates and other commercial terms at which such 

additional financing may be available. This could have an adverse effect on our business and future financial performance, 

our ability to obtain financing for capital expenditures and the trading price of our Equity Shares. 

 

11. Natural calamities could have a negative impact on the Indian economy and cause our Company’s business to suffer. 

India has experienced natural calamities such as earthquakes, tsunami, floods etc. in recent years. The extent and severity 

of these natural disasters determine their impact on the Indian economy. Prolonged spells of abnormal rainfall or other 

natural calamities could have a negative impact on the Indian economy, which could adversely affect our business, 

prospects, financial condition and results of operations as well as the price of the Equity Shares. 

 

12. Terrorist attacks, civil unrest and other acts of violence or war involving India or other countries could adversely affect 

the financial markets, our business, financial condition and the price of our Equity Shares. 

Any major hostilities involving India or other acts of violence, including civil unrest or similar events that are beyond our 

control, could have a material adverse effect on India’s economy and our business. Incidents such as the terrorist attacks 

in India, other incidents such as those in US, Indonesia, Madrid and London, and other acts of violence may adversely 

affect the Indian stock markets where our Equity Shares will trade as well the global equity markets generally. Such acts 

could negatively impact business sentiment as well as trade between countries, which could adversely affect our 

Company’s business and profitability.

The recipient should not construe any of the contents in this report as advice relating to 

business, financial, legal, taxation or investment matters and are advised to consult their own business, financial, legal, 

taxation, and other advisors concerning the transaction. 

 

OVERVIEW OF INDIAN ECONOMY 

 

Introduction 

India has emerged as the fastest growing major economy in the world and is expected to be one of the top three economic 

powers in the world over the next 10-15 years, backed by its robust democracy and strong partnerships. 

 

Market size 

India’s real gross domestic product (GDP) at current prices stood at Rs. 135.13 lakh crore (US$ 1.82 trillion) in FY21, as per 

the provisional estimates of annual national income for 2020-21. India is the fourth-largest unicorn base in the world with over 

21 unicorns collectively valued at US$ 73.2 billion, as per the Hurun Global Unicorn List. By 2025, India is expected to have 

~100 unicorns by 2025 and will create ~1.1 million direct jobs according to the Nasscom-Zinnov report ‘Indian Tech Start-

up’. India needs to increase its rate of employment growth and create 90 million non-farm jobs between 2023 and 2030's, for 

productivity and economic growth according to McKinsey Global Institute. Net employment rate needs to grow by 1.5% per 

year from 2023 to 2030 to achieve 8-8.5% GDP growth between 2023 and 2030. According to data from the RBI, as of the 

week ended on June 04, 2021, the foreign exchange reserves in India increased by US$ 6.842 billion to reach US$ 605 billion. 

 

Recent Developments 

With an improvement in the economic scenario, there have been investments across various sectors of the economy. Private 

Equity - Venture Capital (PE-VC) sector recorded investments worth US$ 20 billion in the first five months of 2021, registering 

a 2x growth in value compared with the same period in 2020. Some of the important recent developments in Indian economy 

are as follows: 

• Merchandise exports stood at US$ 62.89 billion between April 2021 and May 2021, while imports touched US$ 84.27 

billion. The estimated value of service exports and imports between April 2021 and May 2021 stood at US$ 35.39 billion 

and US$ 19.86 billion, respectively. 

• In May 2021, the Manufacturing Purchasing Managers' Index (PMI) in India stood at 50.8. 

• Gross GST collections stood at Rs. 141,384 crore (US$ 19.41 billion) in April 2021. 

• Cumulative FDI equity inflows in India stood at US$ 763.58 billion between April 2000 and March 2021. Foreign Direct 

Investment (FDI) inflows in India stood at US$ 6.24 billion in April 2021, registering an increase of 38% YoY. 

• India’s Index of Industrial Production (IIP) for April 2021 stood at 126.6 against 143.4 for March 2021. 

• Consumer Food Price Index (CFPI) – Combined inflation was 5.01 in May 2021 against 1.96 in April 2021. 

• Consumer Price Index (CPI) – Combined inflation was 6.30 in May 2021 against 4.23 in April 2021. 

• In June 2021, foreign portfolio investors (FPIs) turned net buyers by investing Rs. 12,714 crore (US$ 1.71 billion) into 

the Indian markets. According to depositories data, between June 1, 2021 and June 25, 2021, FPIs invested Rs. 15,282 

crore (US$ 2.06 billion) in equities. 

 

Government Initiatives 

The first Union Budget of the third decade of 21st century was presented by Minister for Finance & Corporate Affairs, Ms. 

Nirmala Sitharaman in the Parliament on February 1, 2020. The budget aimed at energising the Indian economy through a 

combination of short-term, medium-term and long-term measures. In the Union Budget 2021-22, capital expenditure for FY22 

is likely to increase by 34.5% at Rs. 5.5 lakh crore (US$ 75.81 billion) over FY21 (BE) to boost the economy. Increased 

government expenditure is expected to attract private investments, with production-linked incentive scheme providing 

excellent opportunities. Consistently proactive, graded and measured policy support is anticipated to boost the Indian economy. 

In May 2021, the government approved the production linked incentive (PLI) scheme for manufacturing advanced chemistry 

cell (ACC) batteries at an estimated outlay of Rs. 18,100 crore (US$ 2.44 billion); this move is expected to attract domestic 

and foreign investments worth Rs. 45,000 crore (US$ 6.07 billion). 
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The Union Cabinet approved the production linked incentive (PLI) scheme for white goods (air conditioners and LED lights) 

with a budgetary outlay of Rs. 6,238 crore (US$ 848.96 million) and the 'National Programme on High Efficiency Solar PV 

(Photo Voltic) Modules' with an outlay of Rs. 4,500 crore US$ 612.43 million). In June 2021, the RBI (Reserve Bank of India) 

announced that the investment limit for FPI (foreign portfolio investors) in the State Development Loans (SDLs) and 

government securities (G-secs) would persist unaffected at 2% and 6%, respectively, in FY22.  

 

To boost the overall audit quality, transparency and add value to businesses, in April 2021, the RBI issued a notice on new 

norms to appoint statutory and central auditors for commercial banks, large urban co-operatives and large non-banks and 

housing finance firms. In May 2021, the Government of India has allocated Rs. 2,250 crore (US$ 306.80 million) for 

development of the horticulture sector in 2021-22. In November 2020, the Government of India announced Rs. 2.65 lakh crore 

(US$ 36 billion) stimulus package to generate job opportunities and provide liquidity support to various sectors such as tourism, 

aviation, construction and housing. Also, India's cabinet approved the production-linked incentives (PLI) scheme to provide 

~Rs. 2 trillion (US$ 27 billion) over five years to create jobs and boost production in the country. Numerous foreign companies 

are setting up their facilities in India on account of various Government initiatives like Make in India and Digital India. Mr. 

Narendra Modi, Prime Minister of India, launched Make in India initiative with an aim to boost country’s manufacturing sector 

and increase purchasing power of an average Indian consumer, which would further drive demand and spur development, thus 

benefiting investors. The Government of India, under its Make in India initiative, is trying to boost the contribution made by 

the manufacturing sector with an aim to take it to 25% of the GDP from the current 17%. Besides, the Government has also 

come up with Digital India initiative, which focuses on three core components: creation of digital infrastructure, delivering 

services digitally and to increase the digital literacy. 

 

Some of the recent initiatives and developments undertaken by the Government are listed below: 

• In June 2021, RBI Governor, Mr. Shaktikanta Das announced the policy repo rate unchanged at 4%. He also announced 

various measures including Rs. 15,000 crore (US$ 2.05 billion) liquidity support to contact-intensive sectors such as 

tourism and hospitality. 

• In June 2021, Finance Ministers of G-7 countries, including the US, the UK, Japan, Italy, Germany, France and Canada, 

attained a historic contract on taxing multinational firms as per which the minimum global tax rate would be at least 15%. 

The move is expected to benefit India to increase foreign direct investments in the country. 

• In June 2021, the Indian government signed a US$ 32 million loan with World Bank for improving healthcare services in 

Mizoram. 

• In May 2021, the Government of India (GoI) and European Investment Bank (EIB) signed the finance contract for second 

tranche of EUR 150 million (US$ 182.30 million) for Pune Metro Rail project. 

• According to an official source, as of June 2021, 29 companies including global electronics manufacturing organisations, 

such as companies Foxconn, Sanmina SCI, Flex, Jabil Circuit, have registered under the Rs. 12,195 crore (US$ 1.64 

billion) production linked incentive scheme for the telecom sector. 

• In May 2021, Union Cabinet has approved the signing of memorandum of understanding (MoU) on migration and mobility 

partnership between the Government of India, the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. 

• In April 2021, Minister for Railways and Commerce & Industry and Consumer Affairs, Food & Public Distribution, Mr. 

Piyush Goyal, launched ‘DGFT Trade Facilitation’ app to provide instant access to exporters/importers anytime and 

anywhere. 

• In April 2021, Dr. Ahmed Abdul Rahman AlBanna, Ambassador of the UAE to India and Founding Patron of IFIICC, 

stated that trilateral trade between India, the UAE and Israel is expected to reach US$ 110 billion by 2030. 

• India is expected to attract investment of around US$ 100 billion in developing the oil and gas infrastructure during 2019-

23. 

• The Government of India is going to increase public health spending to 2.5% of the GDP by 2025. 

• For implementation of Agriculture Export Policy, Government approved an outlay Rs. 2.068 billion (US$ 29.59 million) 

for 2019, aimed at doubling farmers income by 2022. 

 

Road Ahead 

As indicated by provisional estimates released by the National Statistical Office (NSO), India posted a V-shaped recovery in 

the second half of FY21. As per these estimates, India registered an increase of 1.1% in the second half of FY21; this was 

driven by the gradual and phased unlocking of industrial activities, increased investments and growth in government 

expenditure. As per the Reserve Bank of India’s (RBI) estimates, India’s real GDP growth is projected at 9.5% in FY22; this 

includes 18.5% increase in the first quarter of FY22; 7.9% growth in the second quarter of FY22; 7.2% rise in the third quarter 

of FY22 and 6.6% growth in the fourth quarter of FY22. India is focusing on renewable sources to generate energy. It is 

planning to achieve 40% of its energy from non-fossil sources by 2030, which is currently 30% and have plans to increase its 

renewable energy capacity from to 175 gigawatt (GW) by 2022. In line with this, in May 2021, India, along with the UK, 

jointly launched a ‘Roadmap 2030’ to collaborate and combat climate change by 2030. India is expected to be the third largest 

consumer economy as its consumption may triple to US$ 4 trillion by 2025, owing to shift in consumer behaviour and 

expenditure pattern, according to a Boston Consulting Group (BCG) report. It is estimated to surpass USA to become the 

second largest economy in terms of purchasing power parity (PPP) by 2040 as per a report by PricewaterhouseCoopers.

ECONOMY SURVEY 2020-21 

 

The Union Minister for Finance & Corporate Affairs, Ms. Nirmala Sitharaman presented the Economic Survey 2020-21 in the 

Parliament on January 29, 2020. The key highlights of the Economic Survey 2020-21 are as follows: 

 

Saving Lives and Livelihoods amidst a Once-in-a-Century Crisis 

• India focused on saving lives and livelihoods by its willingness to take short-term pain for long-term gain, at the onset of 

the COVID-19 pandemic. 

• An early, intense lockdown provided a win-win strategy to save lives and preserve livelihoods via economic recovery in 

the medium to long-term. 

• Strategy also motivated by the Nobel-Prize winning research by Hansen & Sargent (2001): a policy focused on minimizing 

losses in a worst-case scenario when uncertainty is very high. 

• India was the only country to announce structural reforms to expand supply in the medium-long term and avoid long-term 

damage to productive capacities. 

• Calibrated demand side policies to ensure that the accelerator is slowly pushed down only when the brakes on economic 

activities are being removed. 

• A public investment programme centred around the National Infrastructure Pipeline to accelerate the demand push and 

further the recovery. 

• Upturn in the economy, avoiding a second wave of infections - a sui generis case in strategic policymaking amidst a once-

in-a-century pandemic. 

 

Healthcare takes centre stage 

• COVID-19 pandemic emphasized the importance of healthcare sector and its inter-linkages with other sectors - showcased 

how a health crisis transformed into an economic and social crisis. 

• National Health Mission (NHM) played a critical role in mitigating inequity as the access of the poorest to pre-natal/post-

natal care and institutional deliveries increased significantly. 

 

India’s Economic Performance in 2020-21 

• India’s real GDP to record a 11.0% growth in FY2021-22 and nominal GDP to grow by 15.4%. 

• India expected to have a Current Account Surplus of 2% of GDP in FY21, a historic high after 17 years. 

• India remained a preferred investment destination in FY 2020-21 with FDI pouring in amidst global asset shifts towards 

equities and prospects of quicker recovery in emerging economies: 

• Net FPI inflows recorded an all-time monthly high of US$ 9.8 billion in November 2020, as investors’ risk appetite 

returned. 

• India was the only country among emerging markets to receive equity FII inflows in 2020. 

• V-shaped recovery is underway, as demonstrated by a sustained resurgence in high frequency indicators such as power 

demand, e-way bills, GST collection, steel consumption, etc. 

• India became the fastest country to roll-out 10 lakh vaccines in 6 days and also emerged as a leading supplier of the 

vaccine to neighbouring countries and Brazil. 

• India adopted a four-pillar strategy of containment, fiscal, financial, and long-term structural reforms: 

• Calibrated fiscal and monetary support was provided, cushioning the vulnerable in the lockdown and boosting 

consumption and investment while unlocking. 

• A favourable monetary policy ensured abundant liquidity and immediate relief to debtors while unclogging monetary 

policy transmission. 

• Innovation 

• India entered the top-50 innovating countries for the first time in 2020 since the inception of the Global Innovation 

Index in 2007, ranking first in Central and South Asia, and third amongst lower middle-income group economies. 

 

Fiscal Developments 

• Expenditure policy in 2020-21 initially aimed at supporting the vulnerable sections but was re-oriented to boost overall 

demand and capital spending once the lockdown was unwound. 

• Monthly GST collections have crossed the Rs. 1 lakh crore (US$ 13.70 billion) mark consecutively for the last 3 months, 

reaching its highest levels in December 2020 ever since the introduction of GST. 

• Reforms in tax administration have begun a process of transparency and accountability and have incentivized tax 

compliance by enhancing honest tax-payers’ experience. 
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External Sector 

• India’s forex reserves at an all-time high of US$ 586.1 billion as on January 08, 2021. 

• India experiencing a Current Account Surplus along with robust capital inflows leading to a BoP surplus since Q4 of 

FY2019-20. 

• Balance on the capital account is buttressed by robust FDI and FPI inflows: 

• Net FDI inflows of US$ 27.5 billion in April-October 2020: 14.8% higher as compared to first seven months of 

FY2019-20. 

• Net FPI inflows of US$ 28.5 billion in April-December 2020 as against US$ 12.3 billion in corresponding period of 

last year. 

• India to end with an Annual Current Account Surplus after a period of 17 years. 

• Net services receipts amounting to US$ 41.7 billion remained stable in April-September 2020 as compared with US$ 40.5 

billion in corresponding period a year ago. 

• Resilience of the services sector was primarily driven by software services, which accounted for 49% of total services 

exports. 

• Net private transfer receipts, mainly representing remittances by Indians employed overseas, totalling US$ 35.8 billion in 

H1: FY21. 

• External debt stood at US$ 556.2 billion at the end of September 2020, a decrease of US$ 2.0 billion (0.4%) as compared 

to end-March 2020. 

• RBI’s interventions in forex markets ensured financial stability and orderly conditions, controlling the volatility and one-

sided appreciation of the Rupee. 

• Initiatives undertaken to promote exports: 

• Production Linked Incentive (PLI) Scheme 

• Remission of Duties and Taxes on Exported Products (RoDTEP) 

• Improvement in logistics infrastructure and digital initiatives 

 

Monetary Management and Financial Intermediation 

• Accommodative monetary policy in 2020: repo rate cut by 115 basis point since March 2020. 

• Systemic liquidity in FY2020-21 has remained in surplus so far. RBI undertook various conventional and unconventional 

measures like: 

• Open Market Operations 

• Long Term Repo Operations 

• Targeted Long Term Repo Operations 

• The monetary transmission of lower policy rates to deposit and lending rates improved in FY2020-21. 

• NIFTY-50 and BSE SENSEX reached record high closing of 14,644.7 and 49,792.12 respectively on January 20, 2021. 

• The recovery rate for the Scheduled Commercial Banks through IBC (since its inception) has been over 45%. 

 

Prices and Inflation 

• Consumer Price Index (CPI) inflation stood at 4.6% in December 2020, mainly driven by rise in food inflation (from 6.7% 

in 2019-20 to 9.1% in April-December 2020, owing to build up in vegetable prices). 

 

Sustainable Development and Climate Change 

• India has taken several proactive steps to mainstream the SDGs into the policies, schemes, and programmes. 

• Voluntary National Review (VNR) presented to the United Nations High-Level Political Forum (HLPF) on Sustainable 

Development. 

• Localisation of SDGs is crucial to any strategy aimed at achieving the goals under the 2030 Agenda 

• Several States/UTs have created institutional structures for implementation of SDGs and also nodal mechanisms 

within every department and at the district levels for better coordination and convergence. 

• Eight National Missions under National Action Plan on Climate Change (NAPCC) focussed on the objectives of 

adaptation, mitigation, and preparedness on climate risks. 

• International Solar Alliance (ISA) launched two new initiatives – ‘World Solar Bank’ and ‘One Sun One World One Grid 

Initiative’ - poised to bring about solar energy revolution globally. 

 

Performance of key sectors: 

 

Agriculture and Food Management 

• The share of Agriculture and Allied Sectors in Gross Value Added (GVA) of the country at current prices is 17.8% for 

the year 2019-20 (CSO-Provisional Estimates of National Income, May 29, 2020). 

• Total food grain production in the country in the agriculture year 2019-20 (as per Fourth Advance Estimates), is 11.44 

million tonnes more than 2018-19. 

• The actual agricultural credit flow was Rs. 13,92,469.81 crore (US$ 190.82 billion) against the target of Rs. 13,50,000 

crore (US$ 185.00 billion) in 2019-20. The target for 2020-21 was Rs. 15,00,000 crore (US$ 205.56 billion) and a sum of 

Rs. 9,73,517.80 crore (US$ 133.41 billion) was disbursed until November 30, 2020: 
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• 1.5 crore dairy farmers of milk cooperatives and milk producer companies were targeted to provide Kisan Credit 

Cards (KCC) as part of Prime Minister’s Aatmanirbhar Bharat Package after the budget announcement of February 

2020. 

• As of mid-January 2021, a total of 44,673 Kisan Credit Cards (KCCs) have been issued to fishers and fish farmers 

and an additional 4.04 lakh applications from fishers and fish farmers are with the banks at various stages of issuance. 

• The Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana covers over 5.5 crore farmer applications year on year 

• Claims worth Rs. 90,000 crore (US$ 12.33 billion) paid, as on January 12, 2021. 

• Speedy claim settlement directly into the farmer accounts through Aadhar linkage 

• 70 lakh farmers benefitted and claims worth Rs. 8741.30 crore (US$ 1.20 billion) were transferred in COVID-19 lock 

down period. 

• An amount of Rs. 18000 crore (US$ 2.47 billion) have been deposited directly in the bank accounts of 9 crore farmer 

families of the country in December 2020 in the 7th instalment of financial benefit under the PM-KISAN scheme. 

• Fish production reached an all-time high of 14.16 million metric tons in 2019-20: 

• GVA by the Fisheries sector to the national economy stood at Rs. 2,12,915 crore (US$ 29.18 billion) constituting 

1.24% of the total national GVA and 7.28% of the agricultural GVA. 

• Food Processing Industries (FPI) sector growing at an Average Annual Growth Rate (AAGR) of around 9.99% as 

compared to around 3.12% in Agriculture and 8.25% in Manufacturing at 2011-12 prices in the last 5 years ending 2018-

19. 

• Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana: 

• 80.96 crore beneficiaries were provided food grains above NFSA mandated requirement free of cost until November 

2020. 

• Over 200 LMT of food grains were provided amounting to a fiscal outgo of over Rs. 75000 crore (US$ 10.28 billion). 

•  Aatmanirbhar Bharat Package: 5 kg per person per month for four months (May to August) to approximately 8 crores 

migrants (excluded under NFSA or state ration card) entailing subsidy of Rs. 3109 crore (US$ 426.05 million) 

approximately. 

 

Industry and Infrastructure 

• A strong V-shaped recovery of economic activity further confirmed by IIP data. 

• The IIP & eight-core index further inched up to pre-COVID levels. 

• The broad-based recovery in the IIP resulted in a growth of (-) 1.9% in Nov-2020 as compared to a growth of 2.1% in 

Nov-2019 and a nadir of (-) 57.3% in Apr-2020. 

• Further improvement and firming up in industrial activities are foreseen with the Government enhancing capital 

expenditure, the vaccination drive, and the resolute push forward on long pending reform measures. 

• Aatmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan with a stimulus package worth 15% of India’s GDP announced. 

• India’s rank in the Ease of Doing Business (EoDB) Index for 2019 has moved upwards to the 63rd position in 2020 from 

77th in 2018 as per the Doing Business Report (DBR): 

• India has improved its position in 7 out of 10 indicators. 

• Acknowledges India as one of the top 10 improvers, the third time in a row, with an improvement of 67 ranks in three 

years. 

• It is also the highest jump by any large country since 2011. 

• FDI equity inflows were US$ 49.98 billion in FY20 as compared to US$ 44.37 billion in FY19: 

• It is US$ 30.0 billion for FY21 (up to September-2020). 

• The bulk of FDI equity flow is in the non-manufacturing sector. 

• Within the manufacturing sector, industries like automobile, telecommunication, metallurgical, non-conventional 

energy, chemical (other than fertilizers), food processing, petroleum & natural gas got the bulk of FDI. 

• Government has announced a Production-Linked Incentive (PLI) Scheme in the 10 key sectors under the aegis of 

Aatmanirbhar Bharat for enhancing India’s manufacturing capabilities and exports: 

• To be implemented by the concerned ministries with an overall expenditure estimated at Rs. 1.46 lakh crore (US$ 

20.01 billion) and with sector specific financial limits. 

  

Services Sector 

Key indicators such as Services Purchasing Managers’ Index, rail freight traffic, and port traffic, are all displaying a V-shaped 

recovery. 

• FDI inflows into India’s services sector grew robustly by 34% YoY in April-September 2020 to reach US$ 23.6 billion. 

• The services sector accounts for over 54% of India’s GVA and nearly four-fifths of total FDI inflow into India. 

• The sector’s share in GVA exceeds 50% in 15 out of 33 States and UTs and is particularly more pronounced (greater than 

85%) in Delhi and Chandigarh. 

• Services sector accounts for 48% of total exports, outperforming goods exports in the recent years. 

• The shipping turnaround time at ports has almost halved from 4.67 days in 2010-11 to 2.62 days in 2019-20. 

• The Indian start-up ecosystem has been progressing well amidst the COVID-19 pandemic, being home to 38 unicorns - 

adding a record number of 12 start-ups to the unicorn list last year. 

• India’s space sector has grown exponentially in the past six decades: 
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• Spent about US$ 1.8 billion on space programmes in 2019-20. 

• Space ecosystem is undergoing several policy reforms to engage private players and attract innovation and 

investment. 

 

Social Infrastructure, Employment and Human Development 

• The combined (Centre and States) social sector expenditure as% of GDP has increased in 2020-21 compared to last year. 

• India’s rank in HDI 2019 was recorded at 131, out of a total 189 countries: 

• India's GNI per capita (2017 PPP $) has increased from US$ 6,427 in 2018 to US$ 6,681 in 2019. 

• Life expectancy at birth improved from 69.4 years in 2018 to 69.7 years in 2019. 

• The access to data network, electronic devices such as computer, laptop, smart phone etc. gained importance due to online 

learning and remote working in the pandemic. 

• Major proportion of workforce engaged as regular wage/salaried in the urban sector in the period of January 2019-March 

2020 (quarterly survey of PLFS). 

• Government’s incentive to boost employment through Aatmanirbhar Bharat Rozgar Yojana and rationalization and 

simplification of existing labour codes into 4 codes. 

• Under PMGKP announced in March 2020, cash transfers of up to Rs. 1000 (US$ 13.70) to existing old aged, widowed, 

and disabled beneficiaries under the National Social Assistance Programme (NSAP). 

• An amount of Rs. 500 (US$ 6.85) each was transferred for three months digitally into bank accounts of the women 

beneficiaries under PM Jan Dhan Yojana, totalling about Rs. 20.64 crore (US$ 2.83 million). 

• Free distribution of gas cylinders to about 8 crore families for three months. 

• Limit of collateral free lending increased from Rs. 10 lakh (US$ 13.70 thousand) to Rs. 20 lakh (US$ 27.41 thousand) for 

63 lakh women SHGs which would support 6.85 crore households. 

• Wages under Mahatma Gandhi NREGA increased by Rs. 20 (US$ 0.27) from Rs. 182 (US$ 2.49) to Rs. 202 (US$ 2.77) 

w.e.f. April 01, 2020. 

• India’s fight against COVID-19: 

• Initial measures of lockdown, social distancing, travel advisories, practicing hand wash, wearing masks reduced the 

spread of the disease. 

• Country also acquired self-reliance in essential medicines, hand sanitizers, protective equipment including masks, 

PPE Kits, ventilators, COVID-19 testing and treatment facilities. 

• World’s largest COVID-19 vaccination drive commenced on January 16, 2021 using two indigenously manufactured 

vaccines.

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Gujarat is located on the western coast of India and has the longest coastline of 1,600 kms in the country. Gujarat is one of the 

high growth states in the country. Gujarat is one of the leading industrialised states in India. At current prices, Gujarat’s Gross 

State Domestic Product (GSDP) is estimated at Rs. 18,79,826 crore (US$ 259.25 billion) in FY22, an increase of 7% YoY. 

There are 13 major industry groups that together account for around 82.05% of total factories, 95.85% of total fixed capital 

investment, 90.09% of the value of output and 93.21% of value addition in Gujarat's industrial economy. Total exports from 

the state stood at US$ 63,440 million in 2019-20 and US$ 60,587 million in 2020-21. 

 

Gujarat is a leader in industrial sectors such as chemicals, petrochemicals, dairy, drugs and pharmaceuticals, cement and 

ceramics, gems and jewellery, textiles and engineering. The industrial sector comprises of over 800 large industries and 

453,339 micro, small and medium enterprises. Gujarat has over 3,300 pharmaceutical manufacturing units, which contributed 

30-35% to India’s pharma sector’s turnover and around 28% to India’s pharma export during 2018-19. Export of drug 

formulations from Gujarat reached US$ 3,053.53 million in 2019-20 and US$ 2,789.92 million in FY21. 

 

In 2019-20, the state produced 4.6 million tonnes of petroleum (crude) and 1,287 million cubic metres of natural gas. Total 

consumption of petroleum products stood at 22.53 million metric tonnes (MMT) in 2019-20. Export of petroleum products 

from Gujarat reached US$ 7,180.92 million in FY21. As of September 2020, Gujarat had 21 operational SEZs. In addition, as 

of December 2020, Gujarat had four SEZs with valid in-principle approvals, 26 SEZs with formal approvals and 22 SEZs with 

notified approvals. According to the Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT), in FY21, Sugg: Gujarat 

received the highest FDI (Foreign Direct Investment) at US$ 21.89 billion and stood at the top of all states, with 30% of the 

total equity inflows. 

 

Following are some of the major initiatives taken by the Government to promote Gujarat as an investment destination: 

• In 2020, 220 investment intentions worth Rs 46,141 crore (US$ 6.36 billion) were filed in Gujarat. 

• As per Indian Ports Association data published in June 2020, the number of ports in the state stands at 46. Between April 

to November 2020, Deendayal (Kandla) port handled 73.86 million tonnes of cargo traffic. 

• Government of Gujarat has initiated several steps for the development of a world-class port city at Mundra. The port has 

a cargo handling capacity of over 200 million tonnes per annum. 

• To meet the rising demand for containers, in May 2021, the government announced to establish pilot projects for 

containers. It aims to receive an estimated potential investment of Rs. 1000 crore (US$ 137.91 million) from private 

players. 

• In May 2021, Borosil Renewables announced a plan to expand its manufacturing unit in Gujarat at an investment of Rs. 

500 crore (US$ 68.96 million), with an aim to double its capacity to 900 tonnes per day or 5GW of installed capacity at 

its solar power plants. 

• In May 2021, ReNew Power announced to establish a solar component manufacturing unit in Gujarat at an initial 

investment of Rs. 1,200 crore (US$ 165.49 million), which is likely to increase to Rs. 2,000 crore (US$ 275.82 million). 

• In April 2021, Coal India Limited (CIL) signed a PPA (Power Purchase Agreement) with Gujarat Urja Vikas Nigam Ltd 

(GUVNL) for the sale of 100 MW solar power to the company for 25 years. 

• In May 2021, Mr. Nikhil Kamath, a co-founder of Zerodha, announced the launch of True Beacon Global, the first 

alternative investment fund (AIF) in Gujarat’s GIFT City. 

• In April 2021, Singapore Stock Exchange (SGX) announced to establish its offshore office at GIFT City.

Introduction 

The textiles and apparel industry can be broadly divided into two segments - yarn and fibre and processed fabrics and apparel. 

India’s textiles sector is one of the oldest industries in the Indian economy, dating back to several centuries. The industry is 

extremely varied, with hand-spun and hand-woven textiles sectors at one end of the spectrum, while the capital-intensive 

sophisticated mills sector on the other end. The decentralised power looms/ hosiery and knitting sector forms the largest 

component in the textiles sector. The close linkage of textiles industry to agriculture (for raw materials such as cotton) and the 

ancient culture and traditions of the country in terms of textiles makes it unique in comparison to other industries in the country. 

India’s textiles industry has a capacity to produce wide variety of products suitable for different market segments, both within 

India and across the world. 

 

Market Size 

India’s textiles industry contributed 7% to the industry output (by value) in 2018-19. The Indian textiles and apparel industry 

contributed 2% to the GDP, 12% to export earnings and held 5% of the global trade in textiles and apparel in 2018-19. The 

share of the India’s textiles and apparel exports in mercantile shipments was 11% in 2019-20. Textiles industry has around 4.5 

crore employed workers including 35.22 lakh handloom workers across the country. Cotton production is expected to reach 

37.10 million bales and consumption is expected to reach 114 million bales in FY21—13% growth over the previous year. 

 

The domestic textiles and apparel market stood at an estimated US$ 100 billion in FY19. The production of raw cotton in India 

is estimated to have reached 35.4 million bales in FY20^. During FY19, production of fibre in India stood at 1.44 million 

tonnes (MT) and reached 2.40 MT in FY21 (till January 2021), while that for yarn, the production stood at 4,762 million kgs 

during same period. Exports of textiles (RMG of all textiles, cotton yarn/fabs./made-ups/handloom products, man-made 

yarn/fabs./made-ups, handicrafts excl. handmade carpets, carpets and jute mfg. including floor coverings) stood at US$ 2.99 

billion, as of June 2021. In July 2021, exports of cotton yarn/fabrics/made-ups, handloom products, etc., from India increased 

by 50.86% in June 2021 over June 2019. 

 

Investment 

The textiles sector has witnessed a spurt in investment during the last five years. The industry (including dyed and printed) 

attracted Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) worth US$ 3.75 billion from April 2000 to March 2021. In May 2021, Indo Count 

Industries Ltd. (ICIL), announced an investment of Rs. 200 crore (US$ 26.9 million) to expand its production capacity. The 

production-linked incentive (PLI) scheme for man-made fibre and technical textiles will help boost manufacturing, increase 

exports and attract investments into the sector. 

 

Government Initiatives 

Indian government has come up with several export promotion policies for the textiles sector. It has also allowed 100% FDI 

in the sector under the automatic route. Initiatives taken by Government of India are: 

• In August 2021, Minister of State (MoS), Ministry of Petroleum & Natural Gas and Labour & Employment, Mr. Rameswar 

Teli launched ONGC-supported Assam handloom project ‘Ujjwal Abahan’ through the virtual platform. The project will 

support and train >100 artisans of Bhatiapar of Sivasagar, Assam in Hathkharga handicraft. 

• In August 2021, Flipkart and Himachal Pradesh State Handicrafts and Handloom Corporation Ltd. (HPSHHCL) signed a 

memorandum of understanding (MoU) to help the state’s master craftsmen, weavers and artisans showcase their hallmark 

products on e-commerce platforms. 

• In August 2021, Union Minister of Textiles, Commerce and Industry, Consumer Affairs & Food and Public Distribution, 

Mr. Piyush Goyal said that steps need to be taken to boost production capacities of handloom sector from existing Rs. 

60,000 crore (US$ 8.06 billion) to 125,000 crore (US$ 16.80 billion) in three years. He added that target must be set to 

increase exports of handloom items from existing Rs. 2,500 crore (US$ 335.92 million) to Rs. 10,000 crore (US$ 1.34 

billion) in three years. He also announced that a committee will be constituted consisting of all weavers, trainer equipment 

makers, marketing experts and other stake holders to recommend ways and means to achieve these objectives and enhance 

overall progress of the handloom sector. 

• In July 2021, the government extended the Rebate of State and Central Taxes and Levies (RoSCTL) scheme for exports 

of apparel/garments and made-ups until March 2021. This will help boost exports and enhance competitiveness in the 

labour-intensive textiles sector. 

• In April 2021, Union Minister Smriti Irani has assured strong support from the Textile Ministry to reduce industry’s 

dependence on imported machine tools by partnering with engineering organisations for machinery production. She also 

stated that the PLI scheme for the textile industry is almost ready. The scheme aims to develop Man Made Fiber (MMF) 

apparel and technical textiles industry by providing incentive from 3-15% on stipulated incremental turnover for five 

years. 

• To support the handloom weavers/weaver entrepreneurs, the Weaver MUDRA Scheme was launched to provide margin 

money assistance at 20% of the loan amount subject to a maximum of Rs. 10,000 (US$ 134.22) per weaver. The loan is 

provided at an interest rate of 6% with credit guarantee of three years. 

• Gorakhpur is on track to become a major garment manufacturing centre, boosting the economy in eastern Uttar Pradesh. 

The Gorakhpur Industrial Development Authority (GIDA) will provide four acres of land for construction of a flattened 

factory and will enable accessible to entrepreneurs. 
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• In March 2021, The Ministry of Textiles favoured limited deal for the India-UK free trade agreement that could boost the 

garments sector. 

• In 2020-21, the UK is India's fourteenth largest trading partner, accounting for US$ 8.7 billion in exports and US$ 

6.7 billion in imports. 

• Under the proposed trade agreement, the Textile Ministry expects more market access for the Indian textiles and 

clothing sector in order to achieve its full potential. 

• In March 2021, under the ongoing sub-mission on agroforestry (SMAF) scheme, the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers 

Welfare signed a memorandum of understanding (MoU) with the Central Silk Board, under the Ministry of Textiles, on a 

convergence model to implement agroforestry in the silk sector. 

• In March 2021, toys were identified as one of the 24 primary sectors listed under the self-reliant India initiative. The 

Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT) has developed a ‘National Action Plan’ for toys that 

calls on several central ministries, including textiles, MSME, I&B, Education, DPIIT (under the Ministry of Commerce) 

and other departments, to nurture and promote the industry. 

• Effective 01 January 2021, to boost exports, government have extended the benefit of the Scheme for Remission of Duties 

and Taxes on Exported Products (RoDTEP) to all exported goods 

• To support the handloom and handicrafts sector, the government has taken steps to onboard weavers/artisans on 

Government e-Marketplace (GeM), provide a wider market and enable them to sell their products directly to various 

government departments and organisations. As of December 31, 2020, 171,167 weavers/artisans/handloom entities have 

been registered on the GeM portal. 

• Defence Research and Development Organisation (DRDO) is helping the Indian textile industry to produce yarns and 

eliminate dependence on import of Chinese and other foreign clothing for military uniforms. Indian defense sector has 

expressed support towards the Indian technical textile sector. 

• In March 2021, while addressing the 9th edition of TECHNOTEX 2021 organized by FICCI, General Bipin Rawat, Chief 

of Defence Staff appreciated the innovations in Indian technical textile and stated that the armed forces will rather reduce 

imports and instead procure technical textiles from Indian industries as a part of the Atmanirbhar Bharat initiative. 

• In October 2020, the Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs chaired by Mr. Narendra Modi approved mandatory 

packaging of 100% food grains and 20% sugar in jute bags. Under the Jute Packaging Materials (Compulsory Use in 

Packing Commodities) Act, 1987, the government is required to consider and provide for the compulsory use of jute 

packaging materials for supply. 

• Government launched production linked incentive scheme to provide incentives for manufacture and export of specific 

textile products made of man-made fibre. 

• On September 2, 2020, the Union Cabinet approved signing an MOU between textile committee, India and M/s Nissenken 

Quality Evaluation Centre, Japan, for improving quality and testing Indian textiles and clothing for the Japanese market. 

This India-Japan pact on cooperation in textiles will facilitate Indian exporters to meet the requirements of Japanese 

importers as per the latter’s technical regulations. 

• Under Union Budget 2020-21, a National Technical Textiles Mission is proposed for a period from 2020-21 to 2023-24 

at an estimated outlay of Rs. 1,480 crore (US$ 211.76 million). 

• In 2020, New Textiles Policy 2020 is expected to be released by the Ministry of Textiles. 

• The Directorate General of Foreign Trade (DGFT) has revised rates for incentives under the Merchandise Exports from 

India Scheme (MEIS) for two subsectors of Textiles Industry - readymade garments and made-ups - from 2% to 4%. 

• The Government of India has taken several measures including Amended Technology Up-gradation Fund Scheme (A-

TUFS), estimated to create employment for 35 lakh people and enable investment worth Rs. 95,000 crore (US$ 14.17 

billion) by 2022. 

• Integrated Wool Development Programme (IWDP) was approved by Government of India to provide support to the wool 

sector, starting from wool rearer to end consumer, with an aim to enhance quality and increase production during 2017-

18 and 2019-20. 

 

Achievements 

Following are the achievements of the Government in the past four years: 

• In June 2021, KVIC recorded a 7.71% growth in gross annual turnover to Rs. 95,741.74 crore (US$ 12.85 billion) from 

Rs. 88,887 crore (US$ 11.93 billion) in FY20. 

• In CY2020, Cotton Corporation of India made a record procurement of ~ 151 lakh bales under MSP operations, which is 

~ 290% higher than 38.43 lakh bales procured during the corresponding period last year. 

• I-ATUFS, a web-based claims monitoring and tracking mechanism was launched on April 21, 2016. 381 new block level 

clusters were sanctioned. 

• Under the Scheme for Integrated Textile Parks (SITP), 59 textile parks were sanctioned, out of which, 22 have been 

completed. 

• Employment increased to 45 million in FY19 from 8.03 in FY15. 

• Exports of readymade garments (of all textiles) was worth US$ 1.19 billion as of December 2020. 
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Road Ahead 

India is working on major initiatives, to boost its technical textile industry. Owing to the pandemic, the demand for technical 

textiles in the form of PPE suits and equipment is on rise. Government is supporting the sector through funding and machinery 

sponsoring. Top players in the sector are attaining sustainability in their products by manufacturing textiles that use natural 

recyclable materials. The future for the Indian textiles industry looks promising, buoyed by strong domestic consumption as 

well as export demand. With consumerism and disposable income on the rise, the retail sector has experienced a rapid growth 

in the past decade with the entry of several international players like Marks & Spencer, Guess and Next into the Indian market. 

High economic growth has resulted in higher disposable income. This has led to rise in demand for products creating a huge 

domestic market.

95% turnover from trading of Nutrition feeds supplement made of Cereals like wheat, bazra etc and approx. 5% turnover from 

trading of cotton bales.

Our product sourcing of 

best quality at economical prices results in fine variety of raw cotton, bales and yarn and manufactures Kurtis at best possible 

prices thus keeping our costs low. We have endeavoured to introduce new styles, fits, finishes and have started manufacturing 

through outsourcing model. We offer an extensive range of designs, colours, styles and patterns of Kurtis. With large number 

of different colours and styles, customers have a good number of options. Right from the initial stage that involves the client 

preferences to constructing the most desirable collections, we ensure complete satisfaction to our client.  

  

Our Company is owned and managed by professionally qualified persons namely Mr. Vimal Shah and Mr. Hitesh Loonia. 

Both the promoters come from a family which has been into the business of trading of Cotton, Agro Commodities and Textiles 

and had an inherited business acumen. This has given us an edge over others to deliver the product to the customers satisfaction 

by sourcing the best variety of cotton and selecting efficient job workers for manufacturing superior design dress materials 

with timely delivery. Our company under the able leadership of our promoters with a vision to create a niche business house 

have achieved a turnover of Rs. 4,110.99 Lakhs for the half year ended September 30, 2021 within a short span of time of 6 

months in FY 2021-22.

We design the clothing, 

which are printed and styled on fabrics such as, cottons, silks, rayon, polyesters, and any other fabrics of our clients’ 

choice.

The below mentioned flowchart reflects our job work manufacturing process. 

 
 

We place orders for our raw material requirements, which comprise of finished fabric, accessories such as fasteners, buttons, 

labels, laces and other consumables. We purchase the finished fabric and other raw materials from variety of suppliers. On 

receipt of the fabric and raw materials, our quality assurance team conducts a preproduction inspection. On approval of the 

quality assurance team, our manufacturing facility commences production, which involves cutting, sewing, finishing, and 

ironing. To ensure minimum wastage, automated cutting tools are used for pattern grading and marker making. 

 

We perform a range of value additions to our garments like embroidery, laces & fringes using local specialization. We also 

do proper thread cutting, steam pressing, accessories, label, tag attachment and folding prior to packaging and delivery to 

customers. 

 

The stitching process comprises of different stitching machines, each for a specific purpose. We perform a range of value 

additions to our garments like embroidery, laces & fringes using local specialization. We also perform using specialized 

equipment including thread cutting, ironing, steam pressing, collar pressing, accessories attachment and folding prior to 

packaging and delivery to customers. 

 

There are different stages that are involved in our manufacturing process(through outsource model), each stage is critical and 

of utmost importance for the product to have its quality and standard. So, each stage of the manufacturing process of our 

company is well planned and executed. 
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The manufacturing process for product in stage wise is as below: 

i) RAW MATERIAL PURCHASED: The planning of the product is an important role in the manufacturing process, at 

this stage the amount of product that should be manufacture and the time that must be devoted to each products 

manufacturing shall be decided. To purchase raw material, we buy it only from the specialized source keeping in mind 

the quality & timely delivery. Raw material is ordered as per order basis only & quantity is ordered as per consumption 

per pc. Accordingly, quantum and type of Raw material required is decided and purchased. 

 

ii) INCOMING INSPECTION: Once the raw material is been purchased from the market it is necessary to do the quality 

check. We perform quality check on the raw material so that the raw material that goes in the manufacturing process is of 

good quality and the end product is also of good quality. 

 

iii) CUTTING: At this stage the fabric is going under the process of cutting. The cutting is made under great supervision so 

that the quality of fabric is not hampered 

 

iv) STITCHING: At this stage our Quality team looks into details that the stitching is of the best quality. 

 

v) FINISHING: This is the second last stage of the manufacturing process, the finished product which has gone through 

the entire manufacturing process is now completed, and the finishing of the final product is done now. 

 

vi) FINAL INSPECTION: Our team of quality checkers do the final Inspection before dispatch of goods. This is done as 

per Acceptable Quality Limit (AQL). 

 

vii) PACKAGING: The final product is ready for packaging. The packaging is done in a safest way so that the product 

doesn’t get spoiled or damaged in the transit 

 

viii) DISPATCH: Goods are dispatched to the Local customer warehouses in India by road. 

 

ix) CUSTOMER COMPLAINCES/FEEDBACK: The customer feedback is essential for any business for growth. We 

provide utmost attention to complains and feedbacks.

The Company may be 

required to obtain licenses and approvals depending upon the prevailing laws and regulations as applicable. 

 

The business of our Company requires, at various stages, the sanction of the concerned authorities under the relevant Central, 

State legislation and local bye-laws. The following is an overview of the important laws, regulations and policies which are 

relevant to our business in India. Certain information detailed in this chapter has been obtained from publications available 

in the public domain. The description of law, regulations and policies set out below are not exhaustive, and are only intended 

to provide general information to bidders and is neither designed nor intended to be a substitute for professional legal advice.  

 

In addition to what has been specified in this draft prospectus, taxation statutes such as the Income Tax Act, 1961 and Central 

Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017, various labour laws and other miscellaneous laws apply to us as they do to any other 

Indian company. The statements below are based on the current provisions of Indian law, and the judicial and administrative 

interpretations thereof, which are subject to change or modification by subsequent legislative, regulatory, administrative or 

judicial decisions. For details of government approvals obtained by us, see the chapter titled “Government and Other 

Approvals” beginning on page no 131 of this draft prospectus.

APPROVALS 

For the purpose of the business undertaken by our Company, our Company is required to comply with various laws, statutes, 

rules, regulations, executive orders, etc. that may be applicable from time to time. The details of such approvals have more 

particularly been described for your reference in the chapter titled “Government and Other Approvals” beginning on page no. 

131 of this draft prospectus. 

 

INDUSTRY SPECIFIC REGULATION:  

 

National Textile Policy, 2000 (NTxP -- 2000) (the “NT Policy”) 

The objectives of NT Policy inter-alia are to facilitate the textile industry to attain and sustain a pre-eminent global standing 

in the manufacture and export of clothing, equip the textile industry to withstand pressures of import penetration and maintain 

a dominant presence in the domestic market, liberalize controls and regulations so that the different segments of the textile 

industry are enabled to perform in a greater competitive environment, enable the textile industry to build world class state-of-

the-art manufacturing capabilities in conformity with environmental standards, and for this purpose to encourage both Foreign 

Direct Investment as well as research and development in the textile sector, develop a strong multi-fiber base with thrust of 

product upgradation and diversification, sustain and strengthen the traditional knowledge, skills and capabilities of our weavers 

and craftspeople, enrich human resource skills and capabilities, with special emphasis on those working in the decentralized 

sectors of the textile industry and for this purpose to revitalize the Institutional structure. 

 

Textile (Development and Regulation) Order, 2001(the “Textile Order”) 

The Textile Order was brought into force by the Central Government under section 3 of the Essential Commodities Act, 1995 

and repealed the Textile (Development and Regulation) Order, 1993. Under the Textile Order every manufacturer of textiles, 

textile machinery and every person dealing with textiles shall keep books of accounts, data and other records relating to his 

business in the matter of production, processing, import, export, supply, distribution, sale, consumption, etc. and shall furnish 

such returns or information in respect of their business as and when directed by the Textile Commissioner. The Textile Order 

further provides that no person shall make any markings on any textiles resembling the brand name or trade name of any other 

person who has applied for or obtained a registration to that effect under the Trade and Merchandize Marks Act, 1958, except 

under and limited to the extent of specific authorization by the holder of or application for such brand or trade name. 

 

Textile Committee Act, 1963 (the “Textile Committee Act”) read with Textiles Committee (Cess) Rules, 1975 (the (the 

“Textile Committee Rules”) 

The Textile Committee Act provides for the establishment of a committee to be known as the Textiles Committee. The 

functions of the committee are to ensure by such measures, as it thinks fit, standard qualities of textiles both for internal 

marketing and export purposes and the manufacture and use of standard type of textile machinery. The committee may 

undertake, assist and encourage, scientific, technological and economic research in textile industry and textile machinery; 

promote export of textiles and textile machinery; establish or adopt or recognize standard specifications for textiles and packing 

materials used in the packing of textiles or textile machinery, export and for internal consumption and affix suitable marks on 

such standardized varieties of textiles and packing materials.   
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As per Section 5A of the Textile Committee Act, there shall be levied and collected a cess a duty of excise on all textiles and 

on all textile’s machinery manufactured in India. The Textile Committee Rules provides that every manufacturer shall furnish 

to the Textile Committee in duplicate, a return in Form A or in Form B, as the case may be, for each month duly signed by him 

or any other person authorized by him in this behalf. Also, any amount of cess paid in excess of the cess payable shall, on an 

application made by the manufacturer to the Textile Committee within a period of one year from the date of such payment, be 

refunded to him.  

 

Amended Technology Upgradation Fund Scheme (ATUFS) 

Amended Technology Upgradation Fund Scheme (ATUFS) provides for promotion of ease of doing business in the country 

and achieve the vision of generating employment and promoting exports through “Make in India” with “Zero effect and Zero 

defect” in manufacturing by providing capital linked Capital Investment Subsidy (CIS) under ATUFS. The ATUFS also 

facilitates augmenting of investment, productivity, quality, employment exports along with import substitution in the textile 

industry.  

 

Textile (Development and Regulation) Order, 2001 (the “Textile Order)  

The Textile Order was brought into force by the Central Government under section 3 of the Essential Commodities Act, 1995. 

Under the Textile Order every manufacturer of textiles, textile machinery and every person dealing with textiles shall keep 

books of accounts, data and other records relating to his business in the matter of production, processing, import, export, 

supply, distribution, sale, consumption, etc. and shall furnish such returns or information in respect of their business as and 

when directed by the Textile Commissioner. The Textile Order further provides that no person shall make any markings on 

any textiles resembling the brand name or trade name of any other person who has applied for or obtained a registration to that 

effect under the Trade and Merchandize Marks Act, 1958, except under and limited to the extent of specific authorization by 

the holder of or application for such brand or trade name. 

 

OTHERS RELATED LAW:  

 

Laws relating to sale of goods: 

The Sale of Goods Act, 1930 (the “Sale of Goods Act”) governs contracts relating to sale of goods in India. The Contracts for 

sale of goods are subject to the general principles of the law relating to contracts. A contract of sale may be an absolute one or 

based on certain conditions. The Sale of Goods Act contains provisions in relation to the essential aspects of such contracts, 

including the transfer of ownership of the goods, delivery of goods, rights and duties of the buyer and seller, remedies for 

breach of contract and the conditions and warranties implied under a contract for sale of goods.  

 

The Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises Development Act, 2006 (“MSME Act”): 

MSME Act was enacted to provide for facilitating the promotion and development and enhancing the competitiveness of 

micro, small and medium enterprises. Any person who intends to establish (a) a micro or small enterprise, at its discretion; (b) 

a medium enterprise engaged in providing or rendering of services may, at its discretion; or (c) a medium enterprise engaged 

in manufacture or production of goods pertaining to any industry specified in the First Schedule to the Industries (Development 

and Regulation) Act, 1951 is required to file a memorandum before such authority as specified by the State Government or the 

Central Government. The form of the memorandum, the procedure of its filing and other matters incidental thereto shall be 

such as may be specified by the Central Government, based on the recommendations of the advisory committee. Accordingly, 

in exercise of this power under the MSME Act, the Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises notification dated 

September 18, 2015 specified that every micro, small and medium enterprises is required to file a Udyog Adhaar Memorandum 

in the form and manner specified in the notification. 

 

Legal Metrology Act, 2009 (“Legal Metrology Act”):  

The Legal Metrology Act, 2009 came into effect on January 14, 2010 and has repealed and replaced the Standard of Weights 

and Measures Act, 1976 and the Standards of weights and Measures (Enforcement) Act, 1985. The Legal Metrology Act seeks 

to establish and enforce standards of weights and measures, regulate trade and commerce in weights, measures and other goods 

which are sold or distributed by weight, measure or number and for matters incidental thereto. The Legal Metrology Act, inter 

alia, provides for: (a) approval of model of weight or measure; (b) verification of prescribed weight or measure by Government 

approved Test Centre; (c) exempting regulation of weight or measure or other goods meant for export; (d) nomination of a 

Director by a company who will be responsible for complying with the provisions of the enactment; (e) empowering the 

Central Government to make rules for enforcing the provisions of the enactment; and (f) penalty for offences and compounding 

of offences. 

 

Bureau of Indian Standards Act, 2016 (the “BIS Act”): 

BIS Act was notified on March 22, 2016 and came into effect from October 12, 2017. The BIS Act establishes the Bureau of 

Indian Standards (BIS) as the National Standards Body of India. It has broadened BIS’s ambit and allows Central Government 

to make it mandatory for certain notified goods, articles, processes etc. to carry standard mark. 

 

Prevention of Black Marketing and Maintenance of Supplies Act, 1980: 

Prevention of Black Marketing and Maintenance of Supplies Act, 1980. It is an Act for detention in certain cases or the purpose 

of prevention of black marketing and maintenance of supplies of commodities essential to the community and for matters 

concerned therewith. 
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Environmental Regulations: 

Our Company is subject to Indian laws and regulations concerning environmental protection. The principal environmental 

regulations applicable to industries in India are the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1974, the Water Access 

Act, 1977, the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981, the Environment Protection Act, 1986 and the Hazardous 

Wastes (Management and Handling) Rules, 1989. Further, environmental regulations require a company to file an 

Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) with the State Pollution Control Board (PCB) and the Ministry of Environment and 

Forests (MEF) before undertaking a project entailing the construction, development or modification of any plant, system or 

structure. If the PCB approves the project, the matter is referred to the MEF for its final determination. The estimated impact 

that a particular project might have on the environment is carefully evaluated before granting clearances. When granting 

clearance, conditions may be imposed and the approving authorities may direct variations to the proposed project.  

 

The Hazardous Waste (Management, Handling and Transboundary Movement) Rules, 2008: 

The Hazardous Wastes (Management, Handling and Transboundary Movement) Rules, 2008, as amended (Hazardous Wastes 

Rules), which superseded the Hazardous Wastes (Management and Handling) Rules, 1989, state that the occupier will be 

responsible for safe and environmentally sound handling of hazardous wastes generated in his establishment. The hazardous 

wastes generated in the establishment of the occupier should be sent or sold to a recycler or re-processor or re-user registered 

or authorised under the Hazardous Wastes Rules or should be disposed of in an authorised disposal facility. The Ministry of 

Environment and Forests has been empowered to deal with the trans-boundary movement of hazardous wastes and to grant 

permission for transit of hazardous wastes through any part of India. No import of hazardous waste is permitted in India. The 

State Government, occupier, operator of a facility or any association of the occupier will be individually or jointly or severally 

responsible for, and identify sites for, establishing the facility for treatment, storage and disposal of hazardous wastes for the 

State Government. 

 

Shops and Commercial Establishments Act: 

The Company has its registered office in Ahmedabad, Gujarat. Accordingly, the provisions of the Shops and Commercial 

Establishments Act of respective states are applicable to the Company. The provisions of the Act regulate the Conditions of 

work and employment in shops and commercial establishments and generally prescribe obligations in respect of inter alia 

registration, opening and closing hours, daily and weekly working hours, holidays, leave, health and safety measures, and 

wages for overtime work.

Indian Patents Act, 1970: 

A patent is an intellectual property right relating to inventions and is the grant of exclusive right, for limited period, provided 

by the Government to the patentee, in exchange of full disclosure of his invention, for excluding others from making, using, 

selling, importing the patented product or process producing that product. The term invention means a new product or process 

involving an inventive step capable of industrial application. 

 

The Copyright Act, 1957: 

Copyright is a right given by the law to creators of literary, dramatic, musical and artistic works and producers of 

cinematograph films and sound recordings. In fact, it is a bundle of rights including, interalia, rights of reproduction, 

communication to the public, adaptation and translation of the work. There could be slight variations in the composition of the 

rights depending on the work. 

 

Trademarks Act, 1999 (“TM Act”):  

The Trademarks Act, 1999 provides for the application and registration of trademarks in India for granting exclusive rights to 

marks such as a brand, label and heading and obtaining relief in case of infringement for commercial purposes as a trade 

description. The TM Act prohibits any registration of deceptively similar trademarks or chemical compounds among others. 

It also provides for penalties for infringement, falsifying and falsely applying for trademarks. 

 

Foreign Investment laws: 

Foreign investment in India is governed by the provisions of FEMA along with the rules, regulations and notifications made 

by RBI thereunder, and the Consolidated FDI Policy (“Consolidated FDI Policy”) issued by the Department of Industrial 

Policy and Promotion, Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Government of India (“DIPP”) from time to time.  

 

In terms of applicable regulations notified under FEMA and the SEBI (Foreign Portfolio Investors) Regulations, 2014 (“SEBI 

FPI Regulations”), investments by Foreign Portfolio Investors (“FPIs”) in the capital of an Indian company under the SEBI 

FPI Regulations are subject to certain limits individual holding limits of 10% of the capital of the company per FPI and the 

aggregate holding limit of 24% of the capital of the company. However, the aggregate limit for FPI investment in a company 
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can be increased up to the applicable sectoral cap by passing a resolution of the company’s board of directors, followed by a 

special resolution by the shareholders and prior intimation to the RBI. 

 

GENERAL CORPORATE COMPLIANCE: 

 

The Companies Act 1956 and the Companies Act, 2013: 

The consolidation and amendment in the law relating to the Companies Act, 1956 made way to the enactment of the Companies 

Act, 2013. The Companies Act 1956 is still applicable to the extent not repealed and the Companies Act, 2013 is applicable to 

the extent notified. The act deals with incorporation of companies and the procedure for incorporation and post incorporation. 

The conversion of private company into public company and vice versa is also laid down under the Companies Act,2013. The 

procedure relating to winding up, voluntary winding up, appointment of liquidator also forms part of the act. The provision of 

this act shall apply to all the companies incorporated either under this act or under any other previous law. It shall also apply 

to banking companies, companies engaged in generation or supply of electricity and any other company governed by any 

special act for the time being in force. A company can be formed by seven or more persons in case of public company and by 

two or more persons in case of private company. A company can even be formed by one person i.e., a One-Person Company.  

The provisions relating to forming and allied procedures of One Person Company are mentioned in the act. 

 

EMPLOYMENT AND LABOUR LAWS: 

 

Employees’ Provident Fund and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1952 (“the EPF Act”) and the Employees Provident Fund 

Scheme, 1952: 

The EPF Act is applicable to an establishment employing more than 20 employees and as notified by the government from 

time to time. All the establishments under the EPF Act are required to be registered with the appropriate Provident Fund 

Commissioner. Also, in accordance with the provisions of the EPF Act, the employers are required to contribute to the 

employees’ provident fund the prescribed percentage of the basic wages, dearness allowances and remaining allowance (if 

any) payable to the employees. The employee shall also be required to make the equal contribution to the fund. The Central 

Government under Section 5 of the EPF Act (as mentioned above) frames Employees Provident Scheme, 1952. 

 

Employees Deposit Linked Insurance Scheme, 1976: 

The scheme shall be administered by the Central Board constituted under section 5A of the EPF Act. The provisions relating 

to recovery of damages for default in payment of contribution with the percentage of damages are laid down under Section 8A 

of the act. The employer falling under the scheme shall send to the Commissioner within fifteen days of the close of each 

month a return in the prescribed form. The register and other records shall be produced by every employer to Commissioner 

or other officer so authorized shall be produced for inspection from time to time. The amount received as the employer’s 

contribution and also Central Government’s contribution to the insurance fund shall be credited to an account called as 

“Deposit-Linked Insurance Fund Account.” 

 

The Employees Pension Scheme, 1995: 

Family pension in relation to this act means the regular monthly amount payable to a person belonging to the family of the 

member of the Family Pension Fund in the event of his death during the period of reckonable service. The scheme shall apply 

to all the employees who become a member of the EPF or PF of the factories provided that the age of the employee should not 

be more than 59 years in order to be eligible for membership under this act. Every employee who is member of EPF or PF has 

an option of the joining scheme. The employer shall prepare a Family Pension Fund contribution card in respect of the entire 

employee who is member of the fund. 

 

Workmen’s Compensation Act, 1923: 

The Workmen’s Compensation Act, 1923 provides that if personal injury is caused to a workman by accident during his 

employment, his employer would be liable to pay him compensation. However, no compensation is required to be paid (i) if 

the injury does not disable the workman for more than three days, (ii) where the workman, at the time of injury, was under the 

influence of drugs or alcohol or (iii) where the workman willfully disobeyed safety rules. 

 

Payment of Bonus Act, 1965: 

The Payment of Bonus Act, 1965 imposes statutory liability upon the employers of every establishment in which 20 or more 

persons are employed on any day during an accounting year to pay bonus to their employees. It further provides for payment 

of minimum and maximum bonus and linking the payment of bonus with the production and productivity. 

 

The Act shall apply to every factory, mine plantation, port and railway company; to every shop or establishment within the 

meaning of any law for the time being in force in relation to shops and establishments in a State, in which ten or more persons 

are employed, or were employed, on any day of the  preceding twelve months; such other establishments or class of 

establishments, in which ten or more employees are employed, on any day of the preceding twelve months, as the Central 

Government, may by notification, specify  in this behalf. A shop or establishment to which this act has become applicable shall 

be continued to be governed by this act irrespective of the number of persons falling below ten at any day.  
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Payment of Gratuity Act, 1972: 

Under the Payment of Gratuity Act, 1972, an employee in a factory or any other establishment in which 20 or more than 20 

persons are employed on any day during an accounting year who is in continuous service for a period of five years 

notwithstanding that his service has been interrupted during that period by sickness, accident, leave, absence without leave, 

lay-off, strike, lock-out or cessation of work not due to the fault of the employee is eligible for gratuity upon his retirement, 

superannuation, death or disablement. 

 

Minimum Wages Act, 1948 (“MWA”): 

The Minimum Wages Act, 1948 came into force with an objective to provide for the fixation of a minimum wage payable by 

the employer to the employee. Under the MWA, every employer is mandated to pay the minimum wages to all employees 

engaged to do any work skilled, unskilled, manual or clerical in any employment listed in the schedule to the MWA, in respect 

of which minimum rates of wages have been fixed or revised under the MWA. Construction of Buildings, Roads, and Runways 

are scheduled employments. It prescribes penalties for non-compliance by employers for payment of the wages thus fixed. 

 

Maternity Benefit Act, 1961: 

The Maternity Benefit Act, 1961 provides for leave and right to payment of maternity benefits to women employees in case 

of confinement or miscarriage etc. The act is applicable to every establishment which is a factory, mine or plantation including 

any such establishment belonging to government and to every establishment of equestrian, acrobatic and other performances, 

to every shop or establishment within the meaning of any law for the time being in force in relation to shops and establishments 

in a state, in which ten or more persons are employed, or were employed, on any day of the preceding twelve months; provided 

that the state government may, with the approval of the Central Government, after giving at least two months’ notice shall 

apply any of the provisions of this act to establishments or class of establishments, industrial, commercial, agricultural or 

otherwise. 

 

Equal Remuneration Act, 1979: 

The Equal Remuneration Act 1979 provides for payment of equal remuneration to men and women workers and for prevention 

discrimination, on the ground of sex, against female employees in the matters of employment and for matters connected 

therewith. The act was enacted with the aim of state to provide Equal Pay and Equal Work as envisaged under Article 39 of 

the Constitution. 

 

Child Labour Prohibition and Regulation Act, 1986: 

The Child Labour Prohibition and Regulation Act 1986 prohibits employment of children below 14 years of age in certain 

occupations and processes and provides for regulation of employment of children in all other occupations and processes. 

Employment of Child Labour in our industry is prohibited as per Part B (Processes) of the Schedule. 

 

Trade Union Act, 1926 and Trade Union (Amendment) Act, 2001: 

Provisions of the Trade Union Act, 1926 provides that any dispute between employers and workmen or between workmen and 

workmen, or between employers and employers which is connected with the employment, or non-employment, or the terms 

of employment or the conditions of labour, of any person shall be treated as trade dispute. For every trade dispute a trade union 

has to be formed. For the purposeof Trade Union Act, 1926, Trade Union means combination, whether temporary or 

permanent, formed primarily for the purpose of regulating the relations between workmen and employers or between workmen 

and workmen, or between employers and employers, or for imposing restrictive condition on the conduct of any trade or 

business etc. 

 

Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) Act, 1970: 

The Company is regulated by the provisions of the Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) Act, 1970 (CLRA) which 

requires the Company to be registered as a principal employer and prescribes certain obligations with respect to welfare and 

health of contract labourers. The CLRA vests responsibility in the principal employer of an establishment, to which the CLRA 

applies, to make an application to the concerned officer for registration of the concerned establishment. In the absence of such 

registration, contract labour cannot be employed in the concerned establishment. Likewise, every contractor, to whom the 

CLRA applies, is required to obtain a license and may not undertake or execute any work through contract labour except under 

and in accordance with the license issued. To ensure the welfare and health of the contract labour, the CLRA imposes certain 

obligations on the contractor in relation to establishment of canteens, rest rooms, drinking water, washing facilities, first aid, 

other facilities and payment of wages. However, in the event the contractor fails to provide these amenities, the principal 

employer is under an obligation to provide these facilities within a prescribed time period. Penalties, including both fines and 

imprisonment, may be levied for contravention of the provisions of the CLRA. 

 

The Sexual Harassment of Women at workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013: 

In order to curb the rise in sexual harassment of women at workplace, this act was enacted for prevention and redressal of 

complaints and for matters connected therewith or incidental thereto. The terms sexual harassment and workplace are both 

defined in the act. Every employer should also constitute an “Internal Complaints Committee” and every officer and member 

of the company shall hold office for a period of not exceeding three years from the date of nomination. Any aggrieved woman 

can make a complaint in writing to the Internal Committee in relation to sexual harassment of female at workplace. Every 

employer has a duty to provide a safe working environment at workplace which shall include safety from the persons coming 

into contact at the workplace, organising awareness programs and workshops, display of rules relating to the sexual harassment 
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at any conspicuous part of the workplace, provide necessary facilities to the internal or local committee for dealing with the 

complaint, such other procedural requirements to assess the complaints. 

 

Industrial Disputes Act, 1947 (“ID Act”) and Industrial Dispute (Central) Rules, 1957: 

The ID Act and the Rules made thereunder provide for the investigation and settlement of industrial disputes. The ID Act was 

enacted to make provision for investigation and settlement of industrial disputes and for other purposes specified therein. 

Workmen under the ID Act have been provided with several benefits and are protected under various labour legislations, whilst 

those persons who have been classified as managerial employees and earning salary beyond prescribed amount may not 

generally be afforded statutory benefits or protection, except in certain cases. Employees may also be subject to the terms of 

their employment contracts with their employer, which contracts are regulated by the provisions of the Indian Contract Act, 

1872. The ID Act also sets out certain requirements in relation to the termination of the services of the workman. The ID Act 

includes detailed procedure prescribed for resolution of disputes with labour, removal and certain financial obligations up on 

retrenchment. The Industrial Dispute (Central) Rules, 1957 specify procedural guidelines for lock-outs, closures, lay- offs and 

retrenchment. 

 

TAX RELATED LEGISLATIONS 

 

Goods and Service Tax (GST): 

Goods and Services Tax (GST) is levied on supply of goods or services or both jointly by the Central and State Governments. 

It was introduced as The Constitution (One Hundred and First Amendment) Act, 2017 and is governed by the GST Council. 

GST provides for imposition of tax on the supply of goods or services and will be levied by Centre on intra-state supply of 

goods or services and by the States including Union territories with legislature/ Union Territories without legislature 

respectively. A destination-based consumption tax GST would be a dual GST with the center and states simultaneously levying 

tax with a common base. The GST law is enforced by various acts viz. Central Goods and Services Act, 2017 (CGST), State 

Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017 (SGST), Union Territory Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017 (UTGST), Integrated Goods 

and Services Tax Act, 2017 (IGST) and Goods and Services Tax (Compensation to States) Act, 2017 and various rules made 

thereunder. It replaces following indirect taxes and duties at the central and state levels: 

 

Central Excise Duty, Duties of Excise (Medicinal and Toilet Preparations), additional duties on excise– goods of special 

importance, textiles and textile products, commonly known as CVD – special additional duty of customs, service tax, central 

and state surcharges and cesses relating to supply of goods and services, state VAT, Central Sales Tax, Luxury Tax, Entry Tax 

(all forms), Entertainment and Amusement Tax (except when levied by local bodies), taxes on advertisements, purchase tax, 

taxes on lotteries, betting and gambling. 

 

OTHER LAWS 

 

Municipality Laws: 

Pursuant to the Seventy Fourth Amendment Act, 1992, the respective State Legislatures in India have the power to endow the 

Municipalities (as defined under Article 243Q of the Constitution of India) with the power to implement schemes and perform 

functions in relation to matters listed in the Twelfth Schedule to the Constitution of India which includes regulation of public 

health. The respective States of India have enacted laws empowering the Municipalities to regulate public health including the 

issuance of a health trade license for operating eating outlets and implementation of regulations relating to such license along 

with prescribing penalties for non-compliance. 

 

Police Laws: 

The State Legislatures in India are empowered to enact laws in relation to public order and police under Entries 1 and 2 of the 

State List (List II) to the Constitution of India. Pursuant to the same the respective States of India have enacted laws regulating 

the same along with prescribing penalties for non-compliance. 

 

Approvals from Local Authorities: 

Setting up of a Factory or Manufacturing/Housing unit/Establishments entails the requisite Planning approvals to be obtained 

from the relevant Local Panchayat(s) outside the city limits and appropriate Metropolitan Development Authority within the 

city limits. Consents from the state Pollution Control Board(s), the relevant state Electricity Board(s), the State Excise 

Authorities, Sales Tax, are required to be obtained before commencing the building of a factory or the start of manufacturing 

operations. 

 

The Indian Contract Act, 1872: 

The Contract Act is the legislation which lays down the general principles relating to formation, performance and enforceability 

of contracts. The rights and duties of parties and the specific terms of agreement are decided by the contracting parties 

themselves, under the general principles set forth in the Contract Act. The Contract Act also provides for circumstances under 

which contracts will be considered as ‘void’ or ‘voidable’. The Contract Act contains provisions governing certain special 

contracts, including indemnity, guarantee, bailment, pledge, and agency. 
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Transfer of Property Act, 1882: 

The transfer of property is governed by the Transfer of Property Act, 1882 (“T.P. Act”). The T.P. Act establishes the general 

principles relating to the transfer of property including among other things identifying the categories of property that are 

capable of being transferred, the persons competent to transfer property, the validity of restrictions and conditions imposed on 

the transfer and the creation of contingent and vested interest in the property. 

 

Registration Act, 1908: 

The Registration Act, 1908 (“Registration Act”) has been enacted with the object of providing public notice of execution of 

documents affecting a transfer of interest in property. Section 17 of the Registration Act identifies documents for which 

registration is compulsory and includes among other things, any non-testamentary instrument which purports or operates to 

create, declare, assign, limit or extinguish, whether in present or in future, any right, title or interest, whether vested or 

contingent, in immovable property of the value of one hundred rupees or more, and a lease of immovable property for any 

term exceeding one year or reserving a yearly rent. Section 18 of the Registration Act provides for non-compulsory registration 

of documents as enumerated in the provision. 

 

FEMA Regulations: 

As laid down by the FEMA Regulations, no prior consents and approvals are required from the Reserve Bank of India, for 

Foreign Direct Investment under the automatic route within the specified sectoral caps. In respect of all industries not specified 

as FDI under the automatic route, and in respect of investment in excess of the specified sectoral limits under the automatic 

route, approval may be required from the FIPB and/or the RBI. The RBI, in exercise of its power under the FEMA, has notified 

the Foreign Exchange Management (Transfer or Issue of Security by a Person Resident Outside India) Regulations, 2000 

("FEMA Regulations") & Foreign Exchange Management (Non-debt Instruments) Rules, 2019 to prohibit, restrict or regulate, 

transfer by or issue security to a person resident outside India. Foreign investment in India is governed primarily by the 

provisions of the FEMA which relates to regulation primarily by the RBI and the rules, regulations and notifications there 

under, and the policy prescribed by the Department of Industrial Policy and Promotion, Ministry of Commerce & Industry, 

Government of India.

Subsequently, name of 

our company changed to “Scarnose International Private Limited” vide a fresh certificate of incorporation dated July 26, 

2018 issued by Registrar of Companies - Ahmedabad. Further, our company was converted into Public Limited Company 

under the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 and the name of our Company was changed to “Scarnose International 

Limited” vide a fresh Certificate of Incorporation consequent upon conversion from Private Company to Public Company 

dated June 21, 2021 bearing Corporate Identification Number U15400GJ2011PLC064911 issued by the Registrar of 

Companies - Ahmedabad.  

 

Our Company was established in the year 2011 with the basic object of Trading of agriculture commodities by Mr. Mishrilal 

Shankarlal Shah (father of Mr. Vimal Shah), Mr. Vimal Shah and their family friend Mr. Pramod Nemichand Chopra. Mr. 

Vimal who is also a chartered accountant by qualification, wanted to corporatize his family owned business of trading in Agro 

trading business from unorganized to organized corporate structure. Gradually Mr. Vimal who had a far sighted vision wanted 

to create a niche identity of his own.  

 

Our Company is owned and managed by professionally qualified persons namely Mr. Vimal Shah and Mr. Hitesh Loonia. 

Both the promoters come from a family which has been into the business of trading of Cotton, Agro Commodities and Textiles 

and had an inherited business acumen. Our company under the able leadership of our promoters have a vision to create a niche 

business house.

A. Background of the company: 

 

M/s Scarnose International Limited is a deemed Public Limited Company incorporated on 12 April 2011. It is 

classified as Non-Government Company and is registered at Registrar of Companies, Ahmedabad. It involved in the 

Business of trading of cotton bales, yarns and textiles and manufacturing of readymade garments 

 

B. Statement of Significant Accounting Policies 

 

1.1 Basis of Preparation of Financial Statements: 

The Accounts are prepared under the historical cost convention applying accrual method of accounting and as a going 

concern, complying with the applicable Accounting Standards and the generally accepted accounting principles 

prevailing in the country. 

 

Revenue is recognized only when it can be reliably measured and it is reasonable to expect ultimate collection. 

Revenue from Operations include sale of goods. Interest income, if any is recognized on time proportion basis taking 

into account the amount outstanding and the rate applicable. 

 

1.2 Use of Estimates: 

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles requires 

estimates and assumptions to be made that affect the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the reporting 

period. Differences between actual results and estimates are recognized in the period in which the results are known 

/ materialized. 

 

1.3 Fixed Assets: 

Tangible assets are stated at cost, less accumulated depreciation and impairment, if any. Direct costs are capitalized 

until such assets are ready for use. Capital work in progress comprises the cost of fixed assets that are not yet ready 

for their intended use at the reporting date. 

 

1.4 Depreciation: 

Depreciation has been charged on cost of fixed assets, adopting the following methods / rates: 

 

1. Depreciation is calculated using Straight Line Method (SLM) to allocate their cost, net of their residual 

values, over their estimated useful lives prescribed in Schedule II of the Companies Act, 2013.  

 

2. If the cost of a part of the asset is significant to the total cost of the asset and useful life of that part is 

different from the useful life of the remaining asset, useful life of that significant part is determined 

separately for depreciation. 

 

3. For other assets acquired / sold during the year pro-rata charge has been made from the date of first use or 

till the date of sale. 

 

1.5 Revenue Recognition:  

1. Sales of goods are recognized on dispatches from factory or go-down or on directly on a consignment basis to 

customers, excluding of Goods and Service Tax and are net of trade discount.  

 

2. Interest Income from financial assets is recognized when it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to 

the Company and the amount of income can be measured reliably.  

 

1.6 Taxes on Income:  

Income tax expense is accounted for in accordance with AS 22- “Accounting for Taxes on Income” prescribed under 

the Companies (Accounting Standard) Rules, 2006 which includes current tax and deferred taxes. 

 

Current taxes reflect the impact of tax on income of the previous year as defined under the Income Tax Act, 1961 as 

per applicable rates. 

 

Deferred taxes reflect the impact of Current year timing differences between taxable income and accounting income 

for the year and reversal of timing differences of earlier years if any. Deferred tax assets are recognized only to the 

extent that there is reasonable certainty that sufficient future taxable income will be available. 

 

1.7 Earnings per Share: 

Basic and diluted earnings per share are computed in accordance with Accounting Standard-20. Basic earnings per 

share is calculated by dividing the net profit or loss after tax for the year attributable to equity shareholders by the 

weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the year. Diluted earnings per equity share are computed 
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using the weighted average number of equity shares and dilutive potential equity shares outstanding during the year, 

except where the results are anti-dilutive. 

 

1.8 Provisions, Contingent Liabilities & Contingent Assets: 

A provision is recognized if, as a result of a past event, the Company has a present legal obligation that is reasonably 

estimate, and it is probable that an outflow of economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation. Provisions 

are determined by the best estimate of the outflow of economic benefits required to settle the obligation at the 

reporting date. Where no reliable estimate can be made, a disclosure is made as contingent liability. A disclosure for 

contingent liability is also made when there is a possible obligation or a present obligation that may, but probably 

will not, require an outflow of resources. Where there is a possible obligation or a present obligation in respect of 

which the likelihood of outflow of resources is remote, no provision or disclosure is made.  

 

1.9 Borrowing Cost: 

Interest and other costs in connection with the borrowing of the funds to the extent related/attributed to the 

acquisition/construction of qualifying fixed assets are capitalized as a part of the cost of such asset up-to the date 

when such assets are ready for its intended use and other borrowing costs are charged to statement of Profit & Loss. 

 

1.10 Inventory: 

Inventories are valued at the lower of the cost & estimated net realizable value. Cost of inventories is computed on a 

FIFO basis. Finished goods & work in progress include costs of conversion & other costs incurred in bringing the 

inventories to their present location & condition. Proceeds in respect of sale of raw materials/ stores are credited to 

the respective heads. Obsolete, defective & unserviceable stocks are duly provided for. 

 

1.11 Foreign Currency Transactions: 

There is no foreign currency transaction in this company. 

 

1.12 Segment Information: 

The Company operates only in one reportable business segment namely trading in textile. Hence, there are no 

reportable segment under AS – 17. The conditions prevailing in India being uniform no separate geographical 

disclosures are considered necessary. 

 

1.13 Impairment of Assets: 

Impairment loss from fixed assets is assessed as at the close of each financial year and appropriate provision, if 

required, is considered in the accounts. 

 

1.14 Prior Period Expenditure: 

The change in estimate due to error or omission in earlier period is treated as prior period items. There are no prior 

period expenditure.   

 

1.15 Extra-Ordinary Items: 

The income or expenses that arise from event or transactions which are clearly distinct from the ordinary activities of 

the Company and are not recurring in nature are treated as extra ordinary items. The extra ordinary items are disclosed 

in the statement of profit and loss as a part of net profit or loss for the period in a manner so as the impact of the same 

on current profit can be perceived. However, there are no extra ordinary items. 

 

1.16 Cash and Cash Equivalent: 

Cash and Cash equivalents includes cash and cheque on hand, demand deposits with banks, fixed deposits and other 

long term and short term highly liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less. 

 

1.17 Employee Benefits: 

Short-term employee benefits are recognized as an expense at the undiscounted amount in the profit and loss account 

of the year in which the related service is rendered.  

 

1. Provident Fund: The management is of the opinion that Provident Fund is not applicable to the Company as 

number of employees are less than that as required by law.  

 

2. Gratuity: The provision of gratuity is not made by the Company. However, if payment on account of gratuity 

arises due to happening of any incidents as provided under the applicable provisions of law, the same will be 

accounted for cash basis. 

 

3. Pension: The management is also of the opinion that the payment under Pension Act is not applicable to the 

Company.

FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE HIGHLIGHTS FOR THE SIX-MONTH PERIOD ENDED ON SEPTEMBER 30, 2021 

 

Total Income: Our company’s total income during the 6 months period (Apr’21 to Sep’21) was Rs. 4114.81 Lakhs. The 

revenue from operation was Rs. 4110.99 Lakhs which is almost 99.91% of total revenue. The increase in turnover was mainly 

due to getting repeated order for existing products and addition of readymade garments in our portfolio.

Our Company, in consultation with the Lead Manager, reserves the right not to proceed with the Issue at any time before the 

Issue Opening Date, without assigning any reason thereof.  

 

In case, our Company wishes to withdraw the Issue after Issue Opening but before allotment, our Company will give public 

notice giving reasons for withdrawal of Issue. The public notice will appear in two (2) widely circulated national newspapers 

(one each in English and Hindi) and one (1) in regional newspaper where the registered office of the Company is situated.  

 

The Lead Manager, through the Registrar to the Issue, will instruct the SCSBs to unblock the ASBA Accounts within one (1) 

Working Day from the day of receipt of such instruction. The notice of withdrawal will be issued in the same newspapers 

where the pre-Issue advertisements have appeared, and the Stock Exchange will also be informed promptly. If our Company 

withdraws the Issue after the Issue Closing Date and subsequently decides to undertake a public Issuing of Equity Shares, our 

Company will file a fresh Issue document with the stock exchange where the Equity Shares may be proposed to be listed.

SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2019/50 dated April 3, 2019, has introduced an alternate payment mechanism using Unified 

Payments Interface (“UPI”) and consequent reduction in timelines for listing in a phased manner. From January 1, 2019, the 

UPI Mechanism for Retail Individual Investors applying through Designated Intermediaries was made effective along with 

the existing process and existing timeline of T+6 days. (“UPI Phase I”). The UPI Phase I was effective till June 30, 2019. 

 

With effect from July 1, 2019, SEBI vide its circular no. SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2019/76 dated June 28, 2019, read with 

circular bearing number SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2019/85 dated July 26, 2019 with respect to Bids by Retail Individual 

Investors through Designated Intermediaries (other than SCSBs), the existing process of physical movement of forms from 

such Designated Intermediaries to SCSBs for blocking of funds has been discontinued and only the UPI Mechanism for such 

Bids with existing timeline of T+6 days was mandated for a period of three months or launch of five main board public issues, 

whichever is later (“UPI Phase II”). However, given the prevailing uncertainty due to the COVID-19 pandemic, SEBI vide 

its circular no. SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2020/50 dated March 30, 2020, has decided to continue with the UPI Phase II 

till further notice. The final reduced timeline will be made effective using the UPI Mechanism for applications by Retail 

Individual Investors (“UPI Phase III”), as may be prescribed by SEBI. The Issue will be undertaken pursuant to the processes 

and procedures under UPI Phase II, subject to any circulars, clarification or notification issued by the SEBI from time to time. 

 

SEBI vide Circular No. SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2021/2480/1/M dated March 16, 2021, which came into effect from May 

01, 2021 had put in place measures to have a uniform policy to further streamline the processing of ASBA applications through 

UPI process among intermediaries/SCSBs and also provided a mechanism of compensation to investors.  

  

However, in view of the representations received from stakeholders, SEBI vide Circular no: 

SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/P/CIR/2021/570 dated June 02, 2021 given some relaxation for the implementation timelines for the 

provisions of “the circular” which are as as under:  

 

➢ SMS Alerts: Para 9 of “the circular” prescribed the details to be sent by SCSB’s in SMS alerts. While SCSB’s shall 

continue to send SMS alerts during the actual block/debit/unblock of UPI mandate in the prescribed format, the details of 

total number of shares applied/allotted/non-allotted etc shall be included in SMS for Public Issues opening on/after January 

01, 2022. 

 

➢ Web Portal for CUG: For ease of doing business, Para 10 of “the circular” prescribed a web portal to be hosted by 

Sponsor Banks for closed user group (hereinafter referred to as “CUG”) entities. In view of the representations received 

from the stakeholders, it has been decided that: 

❖ The automated web portal shall be live and operational after due testing and mock trials with the CUG entities for 

Public Issues opening on or after October 01, 2021. The requisite information on this automated portal shall be 

updated periodically in intervals not exceeding two hours. 

❖ In the interim, for the Public Issues opening from the date of this circular and till the automated web portal is live and 

operational, the Sponsor Banks shall send the details prescribed in Para 10 of “the circular” to the e-mail address of 

CUG entities periodically in intervals not exceeding three hours. In case of exceptional events viz., technical issues 

with UPI handles/PSPs/TPAPS/SCSB’s etc, the same shall be intimated immediately to the CUG entities so as to 

facilitate the flow of information in the Public Issue process. 
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❖ The Stock Exchanges and Lead Managers shall facilitate providing the requisite data of CUG entities to Sponsor 

Bank for the development of automated web portal. Such information shall be provided to the Sponsor Bank before 

opening of the Public Issue.  

 

➢ Completion of Unblocks by T+4: Para 13 of “the circular” prescribed the process and timeline for ensuring the 

completion of unblocks pertaining to UPI mandates on T+4 (T: Issue Closing Date). while the process of unblocking shall 

be completed by T+4, in view of the representations received from stakeholders, the following shall be the revised 

timelines: 

 

❖ The Registrar to the Issue shall provide the allotment/ revoke files to the Sponsor Bank by 8:00 PM on T+3 i.e., the 

day when the Basis of Allotment (BOA) has to be finalized.  

❖ The Sponsor Bank shall execute the online mandate revoke file for Non-Allottees/ Partial Allottees and provide 

pending applications for unblock, if any, to the Registrar to the Issue, not later than 5:00 PM on BOA+1. 

❖ Subsequent to the receipt of the pending applications for unblock from the Sponsor Bank, the Registrar to the Issue 

shall submit the bank-wise pending UPI applications for unblock to the SCSBs, not later than 6:30 PM on BOA+1. 

❖ To ensure that the unblocking is completed on T+4, the Lead Managers, on a continuous basis and before the opening 

of the public issue shall take up the matter with the SCSB’s at appropriate level. 

 

In case of any delay in unblocking of amounts in the ASBA Accounts (including amounts blocked through the UPI Mechanism) 

exceeding 4 (four) Working Days from the Issue Closing Date, the Applicant shall be compensated at a uniform rate of Rs.100 

per day for the entire duration of delay exceeding four Working Days from the Issue Closing Date by the intermediary 

responsible for causing such delay in unblocking. The LM shall, in their sole discretion, identify and fix the liability on such 

intermediary or entity responsible for such delay in unblocking. Further, SEBI vide its circular no. 

SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL1/CIR/P/2021/47dated March 31, 2021, has reduced the timelines for refund of Application money to four 

days. 

 

Our Company and the LM do not accept any responsibility for the completeness and accuracy of the information stated in this 

section and the General Information Document and are not liable for any amendment, modification or change in the applicable 

law which may occur after the date of this Draft Prospectus. Bidders are advised to make their independent investigations and 

ensure that their Bids are submitted in accordance with applicable laws and do not exceed the investment limits or maximum 

number of the Equity Shares that can be held by them under applicable law or as specified in this Draft Prospectus. Further, 

our Company and the LM are not liable for any adverse occurrences consequent to the implementation of the UPI Mechanism 

for application in this Issue. 

 

Phased implementation of Unified Payments Interface (UPI) 

SEBI has issued the various UPI Circulars in relation to streamlining the process of public issue of inter alia, equity shares. 

Pursuant to the UPI Circulars, the UPI Mechanism has been introduced in a phased manner as a payment mechanism (in 

addition to mechanism of blocking funds in the account maintained with SCSBs under ASBA) for applications by Retail 

Individual Investors through Designated Intermediaries with the objective to reduce the time duration from public issue closure 

to listing from six Working Days to up to three Working Days. Considering the time required for making necessary changes 

to the systems and to ensure complete and smooth transition to the UPI payment mechanism, the UPI Circulars have introduced 

the UPI Mechanism in three phases in the following manner:  

 

Phase I: This phase was applicable from January 1, 2019 until March 31, 2019 or floating of five main board public issues, 

whichever was later. Subsequently, the timeline for implementation of Phase I was extended till June 30, 2019. Under this 

phase, a Retail Individual Investor had the option to submit the ASBA Form with any of the Designated Intermediary and use 

his/her UPI ID for the purpose of blocking of funds. The time duration from public issue closure to listing continued to be six 

Working Days.  

 

Phase II: This phase has become applicable from July 1, 2019. SEBI vide its circular no. 

SEBI/HO/CFD/DCR2/CIR/P/2019/133 dated November 8, 2019 had extended the timeline for implementation of UPI Phase 

II till March 31, 2020. Further, SEBI vide its circular no. SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2020 dated March 30, 2020 decided to 

continue Phase II of UPI with ASBA until further notice. Under this phase, submission of the ASBA Form by Retail Individual 

Investors through Designated Intermediaries (other than SCSBs) to SCSBs for blocking of funds will be discontinued and will 

be replaced by the UPI Mechanism. However, the time duration from public issue closure to listing would continue to be six 

Working Days during this phase. 

 

Phase III: The commencement period of Phase III is yet to be notified. In this phase, the time duration from public issue 

closure to listing is proposed to be reduced to three Working Days. For further details, refer to the General Information 

Document available on the websites of the Stock Exchanges and the Managers. 
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FIXED PRICE ISSUE PROCEDURE 

 

The Issue is being made in compliance with the provisions of Chapter IX of the SEBI ICDR Regulations, and through the 

Fixed Price Process wherein 50% of the Net Issue to Public is being offered to the Retail Individual Applicants and the balance 

is being offered to Other Investors including QIBs and Non-Institutional Applicants.

All ASBA Bidders must provide either, (i) bank account details and authorizations to block funds in the ASBA Form; or (ii) 

the UPI ID (in case of Retail Individual Investors), as applicable, in the relevant space provided in the ASBA Form and the 

ASBA Forms that do not contain such details will be rejected. Applications made by the Retail Individual Investors using third 

party bank account or using third party linked bank account UPI ID are liable for rejection. Retail Individual Investors bidding 

using the UPI Mechanism must provide the valid UPI ID in the relevant space provided in the Application Form and the 

Application Form that does not contain the UPI ID are liable to be rejected. 

 

Applicants shall ensure that the Applications are made on Application Forms bearing the stamp of a member of the Syndicate 

or the Registered Broker or the SCSBs or Registrars to an Issue and Share Transfer Agents or Depository Participants, as the 

case may be, submitted at the Collection centres only (except in case of electronic Application Forms) and the Application 

Forms not bearing such specified stamp are liable to be rejected. 

 

The prescribed colour of the Application Form for various categories applying in this issue is as follows:

all ASBA Applicants/ Retail Individual Applicants applying through UPI mechanism, irrespective of whether they are 

submitted to the SCSBs, to the Registered Brokers, to Registrars to an Issue and Share Transfer Agents, Depository 

Participants or to the Syndicate (in Specified Cities).    

 

In case of ASBA Forms, Designated Intermediaries shall upload the relevant bid details in the electronic bidding system of the 

Stock Exchanges.  

 

Subsequently, for ASBA Forms (other than Retail Individual Investors using UPI Mechanism), Designated Intermediaries 

(other than SCSBs) shall submit / deliver the ASBA Forms to the respective SCSB where the Bidder has an ASBA bank 

account and shall not submit it to any non-SCSB bank or any Escrow Collection Bank. Stock Exchanges shall validate the 

electronic bids with the records of the CDP for DP ID/Client ID and PAN, on a real time basis and bring inconsistencies to the 

notice of the relevant Designated Intermediaries, for rectification and re-submission within the time specified by Stock 
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Exchanges. Stock Exchanges shall allow modification of either DP ID/Client ID or PAN ID, bank code and location code in 

the Bid details already uploaded.  

 

For Retail Individual Investors using UPI Mechanism, the Stock Exchanges shall share the Bid details (including UPI ID) with 

the Sponsor Bank on a continuous basis through API integration to enable the Sponsor Bank to initiate UPI Mandate Request 

to Retail Individual Investors for blocking of funds. The Sponsor Bank shall initiate request for blocking of funds through 

NPCI to Retail Individual Investors, who shall accept the UPI Mandate Request for blocking of funds on their respective 

mobile applications associated with UPI ID linked bank account. The NPCI shall maintain an audit trail for every Bid entered 

in the Stock Exchanges bidding platform, and the liability to compensate Retail Individual Investors (Bidding through UPI 

Mechanism) in case of failed transactions shall be with the concerned entity (i.e. the Sponsor Bank, NPCI or the issuer bank) 

at whose end the lifecycle of the transaction has come to a halt. The NPCI shall share the audit trail of all disputed transactions/ 

investor complaints to the Sponsor Banks and the issuer bank. The Sponsor Banks and the Bankers to the Issue shall provide 

the audit trail to the LM for analysing the same and fixing liability.  

 

The Sponsor Bank will undertake a reconciliation of Bid responses received from Stock Exchanges and sent to NPCI and will 

also ensure that all the responses received from NPCI are sent to the Stock Exchanges platform with detailed error code and 

description, if any. Further, the Sponsor Bank will undertake reconciliation of all Bid requests and responses throughout their 

lifecycle on daily basis and share reports with the LM in the format and within the timelines as specified under the UPI 

Circulars. Sponsor Bank and issuer banks shall download UPI settlement files and raw data files from the NPCI portal after 

every settlement cycle and do a three-way reconciliation with UPI switch data, CBS data and UPI raw data. NPCI is to 

coordinate with issuer banks and Sponsor Banks on a continuous basis. 

 

WHO CAN APPLY?

case by case basis. OCBs may invest in this Issue provided it obtains a prior approval from the RBI. On submission of such 

approval along with the Application Form, the OCB shall be eligible to be considered for share allocation. 

 

The Equity Shares have not been and will not be registered under the U.S. Securities Act, 1933 (the “U.S. Securities Act”) or 

the securities laws of any state of the United States and may not be offered or sold within the United States, except pursuant 

to an exemption from, or in a transaction not subject to, the registration requirements of the U.S. Securities Act and applicable 

state securities laws. Accordingly, the Equity Shares are being offered and sold only outside the United States in offshore 

transactions in reliance on Regulation S under the U.S. Securities Act and the applicable laws of the jurisdiction where those 

offers, and sales occur.  

  

The Equity Shares have not been and will not be registered, listed or otherwise qualified in any other jurisdiction outside India 

and may not be offered or sold, and Applications may not be made by persons in any such jurisdiction, except in compliance 

with the applicable laws of such jurisdiction.

The Application must be for a minimum of 1,200 Equity Shares and in multiples of 1,200 Equity Shares thereafter, so as 

to ensure that the Application Price payable by the Applicant does not exceed Rs 2,00,000. In case of revision of 

Applications, the Retail Individual Applicants have to ensure that the Application Price does not exceed Rs 2,00,000. As 

the application price payable by the Retail Individual Applicants cannot exceed Rs. 2,00,000, they can make Application 

only for minimum Application size i.e., for 1,200 Equity Shares. 

 

2. For Other than Retail Individual Applicants (Non-Institutional Applicants and QIBs): 

The Application must be for a minimum of such number of Equity Shares that the Application Amount exceeds Rs

Allotment will be made in consultation with the Designated Stock Exchange. In the event of oversubscription, the allotment 

will be made on a proportionate basis in marketable lots as set forth here:  

 

a) The total number of Shares to be allocated to each category as a whole shall be arrived at on a proportionate basis i.e., the 

total number of Shares applied for in that category multiplied by the inverse of the over subscription ratio (number of 

applicants in the category X number of Shares applied for).

f) The above proportionate allotment of shares in an Issue that is oversubscribed shall be subject to the reservation for Retail 

Individual applicants as described below:  

 

▪ As per Regulation 253(2) of the SEBI (ICDR) Regulations 2018, as the Retail Individual Investor category is entitled 

to minimum fifty percent on proportionate basis, the retail individual investors shall be allocated that higher 

percentage.  

 

▪ Remaining to Individual applicants other than retail individual investors and other investors including corporate 

bodies or institutions, irrespective of the number of specified securities applied for;  

 

▪ The unsubscribed portion in either of the categories specified in (i) or (ii) above may be available for allocation to the 

applicants in the other category, if so required.  

 

“Retail Individual Investor” means an investor who applies for shares of value of not more than ₹2,00,000/-. Investors may 

note that in case of over subscription allotment shall be on proportionate basis and will be finalized in consultation with the 

designated stock exchange.  

 

The Executive Director/Managing Director of the Designated Stock Exchange in addition to Lead Manager and Registrar to 

the Public Issue shall be responsible to ensure that the basis of allotment is finalized in a fair and proper manner in accordance 

with the SEBI (ICDR) Regulations, 2018. 

 

PARTICIPATION BY ASSOCIATES /AFFILIATES OF LM AND THE SYNDICATE MEMBERS 

 

The LM, Market Maker and the Underwriter, if any shall not be entitled to subscribe to this Issue in any manner except towards 

fulfilling their underwriting and market making obligations. However, associates/affiliates of the LM and Syndicate Members, 

if any may subscribe for Equity Shares in the Issue, either in the QIB Category or in the Non- Institutional Category as may 

be applicable to the Applicants, where the allocation is on a proportionate basis and such subscription may be on their own 

account or on behalf of their clients. 

 

APPLICATION BY MUTUAL FUNDS 

 

As per the current regulations, the following restrictions are applicable for investments by Mutual fund: 

 

No mutual fund scheme shall invest more than 10% of its net asset value in the Equity Shares or equity related instruments 

of any Company provided that the limit of 10% shall not be applicable for investments in index funds or sector or industry 

specific funds. No mutual fund under all its schemes should own more than 10% of any Company's paid-up share capital 

carrying voting rights. 

 

With respect to Applications by Mutual Funds, a certified copy of their SEBI registration certificate must be lodged with the 

Application Form. Failing this, our Company reserves the right to accept or reject any Application in whole or in part, in 

either case, without assigning any reason thereof. 

 

In case of a Mutual Fund, a separate Application can be made in respect of each scheme of the Mutual Fund registered with 

SEBI and such Applications in respect of more than one scheme of the Mutual Fund will not be treated as multiple 

Applications provided that the Applications clearly indicate the scheme concerned for which the Application has been made. 

 

The Application made by Asset Management Companies or custodians of Mutual Funds shall specifically state the names of 

the concerned schemes for which the Applications are made. 
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APPLICATIONS BY ELIGIBLE NRIS   

 

Only Applications accompanied by payment in Indian Rupees or freely convertible foreign exchange will be considered for 

Allotment. Eligible NRIs intending to make payment through freely convertible foreign exchange and Applying on a 

repatriation basis could make payments through the ASBA process only by blocking the funds for the amount payable on 

application in their NRE Account or FCNR Accounts, maintained with banks authorised by the RBI to deal in foreign 

exchange.   

 

Eligible NRIs applying on a repatriation basis are advised to use the Application Form meant for Non-Residents, accompanied 

by a bank certificate confirming that the payment has been made by blocking the relevant funds in their NRE or FCNR 

account, as the case may be.

Applicant: XYZ Hindu Undivided Family applying through XYZ, where XYZ is the name of the Karta”. Application by 

HUFs will be considered at par with Applications by individuals.  

 

APPLICATIONS BY FPI’S  

 

In terms of the SEBI FPI Regulations, the issue of Equity Shares to a single FPI or an investor group (which means the same 

set of ultimate beneficial owner(s) investing through multiple entities) is not permitted to exceed 10% of our post-Issue Equity 

Share capital. Further, in terms of the FEMA Regulations, the total holding by each FPI shall be below 10% of the total paid-

up Equity Share capital of our Company and the total holdings of all FPIs put together shall not exceed 24% of the paid-up 

Equity Share capital of our Company. The aggregate limit of 24% may be increased upto the sectoral cap by way of a 

resolution passed by the Board of Directors followed by a special resolution passed by the Shareholders of our Company and 

subject to prior intimation to the RBI.  

 

In case the total holding of an FPI increases beyond 10% of the total paid-up Equity Share capital of our Company, on a fully 

diluted basis or 10% or more of the paid-up value of any series of debentures or preference shares or share warrants issued 

that may be issued by our Company, the total investment made by the FPI will be re-classified as FDI subject to the conditions 

as specified by SEBI and the RBI in this regard and our Company and the investor will be required to comply with applicable 

reporting requirements.  

  

FPIs are permitted to participate in the Issue subject to compliance with conditions and restrictions which may be specified by 

the Government from time to time.   

 

Subject to compliance with all applicable Indian laws, rules, regulations, guidelines and approvals in terms of Regulation 22 

of the SEBI FPI Regulations, an FPI, other than Category III foreign portfolio and unregulated broad based funds, which are 

classified as Category II foreign portfolio investor by virtue of their investment manager being appropriately regulated, may 

issue or otherwise deal in offshore derivative instruments (as defined under the SEBI FPI Regulations as any instrument, by 

whatever name called, which is issued overseas by a FPI against securities held by it that are listed or proposed to be listed 

on any recognized stock exchange in India, as its underlying) directly or indirectly, only in the event (i) such offshore 

derivative instruments are issued only to persons who are regulated by an appropriate regulatory authority; and (ii) such 

offshore derivative instruments are issued after compliance with ‘know your client’ norms. An FPI is also required to ensure 

that no further issue or transfer of any offshore derivative instrument is made by or on behalf of it to any persons that are not 

regulated by an appropriate foreign regulatory authority. In case of Applications made by FPIs, a verified true copy of the 

certificate of registration issued by the designated depository participant under the FPI Regulations is required to be attached 

along with the Application form, failing which our Company reserves the right to reject the Application without assigning 

any reasons thereof. 

 

APPLICATIONS BY BANKING COMPANIES 

 

In case of Applications made by banking companies registered with the RBI, certified copies of: (i) the certificate of 

registration issued by the RBI, and (ii) the approval of such banking company’s investment committee are required to be 

attached to the Application Form, failing which our Company reserves the right to reject any Application by a banking 

company without assigning any reason therefor.   
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The investment limit for banking companies in non-financial services companies as per the Banking Regulation Act, 1949, 

as amended (the “Banking Regulation Act”), and the Reserve Bank of India (Financial Services provided by Banks) 

Directions, 2016, is 10% of the paid-up share capital of the investee company, not being its subsidiary engaged in non-

financial services, or 10% of the bank’s own paid-up share capital and reserves, whichever is lower. However, a banking 

company would be permitted to invest in excess of 10% but not exceeding 30% of the paid-up share capital of such investee 

company if (i) the investee company is engaged in non-financial activities permitted for banks in terms of Section 6(1) of the 

Banking Regulation Act, or (ii) the additional acquisition is through restructuring of debt/corporate debt 

restructuring/strategic debt restructuring, or to protect the bank’s interest on loans/investments made to a company. The bank 

is required to submit a timebound action plan for disposal of such shares within a specified period to the RBI. A banking 

company would require a prior approval of the RBI to make (i) investment in a subsidiary and a financial services company 

that is not a subsidiary (with certain exceptions prescribed), and (ii) investment in a non-financial services company in excess 

of 10% of such investee company’s paid-up share capital as stated in 5(a)(v)(c)(i) of the Reserve Bank of India (Financial 

Services provided by Banks) Directions, 2016. 

 

APPLICATIONS BY SCSB’S  

  

SCSBs participating in the Issue are required to comply with the terms of the SEBI circulars dated September 13, 2012 and 

January 2, 2013. Such SCSBs are required to ensure that for making applications on their own account using ASBA, they 

should have a separate account in their own name with any other SEBI registered SCSBs. Further, such account shall be used 

solely for the purpose of making application in public issues and clear demarcated funds should be available in such account 

for ASBA applications.  

  

APPLICATIONS BY SEBI REGISTERED VENTURE CAPITAL FUNDS, ALTERNATIVE INVESTMENT FUNDS 

AND FOREIGN VENTURE CAPITAL INVESTORS  

  

The SEBI VCF Regulations and the SEBI FVCI Regulations, as amended, inter alia prescribe the investment restrictions on 

VCFs and FVCIs, respectively, registered with SEBI. Further, the SEBI AIF Regulations prescribe, amongst others, the 

investment restrictions on AIFs.  

  

Accordingly, the holding in any company by any individual VCF or FVCI registered with SEBI should not exceed 25% of the 

corpus of the VCF or FVCI. Further, VCFs and FVCIs can invest only upto 33.33% of the investible funds in various prescribed 

instruments, including in public offerings.   

  

The category I and II AIFs cannot invest more than 25% of the corpus in one investee company. A category III AIF cannot 

invest more than 10% of the corpus in one investee company. A venture capital fund registered as a category I AIF, as defined 

in the SEBI AIF Regulations, cannot invest more than 1/ 3rd of its corpus by way of subscription to an initial public offering 

of a venture capital undertaking. Additionally, the VCFs which have not re-registered as an AIF under the SEBI AIF 

Regulations shall continue to be regulated by the VCF Regulations.   

  

All Non-Resident Applicants including Eligible NRIs, FIIs and FVCIs should note that refunds, dividends and other 

distributions, if any, will be payable in Indian Rupees only and net of bank charges and / or commission. There is no reservation 

for Eligible NRIs, FIIs and FVCIs and all Applicants will be treated on the same basis with other categories for the purpose of 

allocation.   

  

Further, according to the SEBI Regulations, the shareholding of VCFs, category I or II AIFs and FVCIs held in a company 

prior to making an initial public offering would be exempt from lock-in requirements only if the shares have been held by them 

for at least one year prior to the time of filing the draft prospectus with SEBI.

APPLICATIONS BY LIMITED LIABILITY PARTNERSHIPS   

  

In case of Applications made by limited liability partnerships registered under the Limited Liability Partnership Act, 2008, a 

certified copy of certificate of registration issued under the Limited Liability Partnership Act, 2008, must be attached to the 

Application Form. Failing this, our Company reserves the right to reject any Application without assigning any reason thereof. 

 

APPLICATIONS BY INSURANCE COMPANIES   

  

In case of Applications made by Insurance Companies, a certified copy of certificate of registration issued by IRDA must be 

attached to the Application Form. Failing this, our Company reserves the right to reject any Application without assigning any 

reason thereof.   

  

The exposure norms for insurers, prescribed under the Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority (Investment) 

Regulations, 2016 (the “IRDAI Investment Regulations”) are broadly set forth below:   
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a) Equity shares of a company: the lower of 10% of the outstanding Equity Shares (face value) or 10% of the respective fund 

in case of life insurer or 10% of investment assets in case of general insurer or reinsurer;   

b) The entire group of the investee company: not more than 15% of the respective fund in case of a life insurer or 15% of 

investment assets in case of a general insurer or reinsurer or 15% of the investment assets in all companies belonging to 

the group, whichever is lower; and   

c) The industry sector in which the investee company belong to not more than 15% of the fund of a life insurer or a general 

insurer or a reinsurer or 15% of the investment asset, whichever is lower.   

  

The maximum exposure limit, in the case of an investment in equity shares, cannot exceed the lower of an amount of 10% of 

the investment assets of a life insurer or general insurer and the amount calculated under points (i), (ii) and (iii) above, as the 

case may be.   

  

The above limit of 10.00% shall stand substituted as 15.00% of outstanding equity shares (face value) for insurance companies 

with investment assets of ₹2,500,000 million or more and 12.00% of outstanding equity shares (face value) for insurers with 

investment assets of ₹500,000.00 million or more but less than ₹2,500,000.00 million.  

  

Insurance companies participating in this Issue, shall comply with all applicable regulations, guidelines and circulars issued 

by IRDA from time to time.   

  

APPLICATIONS BY PROVIDENT FUNDS/ PENSION FUNDS   

  

In case of Applications made by provident funds/ pension funds, subject to applicable laws, with minimum corpus of ₹ 250 

million, a certified copy of certificate from a chartered accountant certifying the corpus of the provident fund/ pension fund 

must be attached to the Application Form. Failing this, our Company reserves the right to reject any Application, without 

assigning any reason thereof.  

  

APPLICATIONS UNDER POWER OF ATTORNEY   

  

In case of Applications made pursuant to a power of attorney or by limited companies, corporate bodies, registered societies, 

Mutual Funds, Eligible FPIs, insurance companies Systemically Important Non-Banking Financial Companies, insurance

of the memorandum of association and articles of association and/ or bye laws, as applicable must be lodged along with the 

Application Form. Failing this, our Company reserves the right to accept or reject any such Application without assigning any 

reasons therefor.   

  

APPLICATIONS BY SYSTEMICALLY IMPORTANT NON-BANKING FINANCIAL COMPANIES

registration issued by RBI, b) certified copy of its latest audited financial statement on a standalone basis and a net worth 

certificate from its statutory auditor and c) such other approval as may be required by Systemically Important Non-Banking 

Financial Companies are required to be attached to the Application Form. Failing this, our Company reserves the right to 

accept or reject any such Application without assigning any reasons therefor. Systemically Important Non-Banking Financial 

Companies participating in this Issue shall comply with all applicable regulations, guidelines and circulars issued by RBI from 

time to time. 

 

The above information is given for the benefit of the Applicants. Our Company and the Lead Manager are not liable for any 

amendments or modification or changes in applicable laws or regulations, which may occur after the date of this draft 

prospectus. Applicants are advised to make their independent investigations and Applicants are advised to ensure that any 

single Application from them does not exceed the applicable investment limits or maximum number of Equity Shares that can 

be held by them under applicable law or regulation or as specified in this draft prospectus.

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METHOD AND PROCESS OF APPLICATIONS 

 

1. The Designated Intermediaries shall accept applications from the Applicants during the Issue Period. 

 

2. The Issue Period shall be for a minimum of three Working Days and shall not exceed 10 Working Days. The Issue Period 

may be extended, if required, by an additional three Working Days, subject to the total Issue Period not exceeding 10

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RESTRICTIONS ON FOREIGN OWNERSHIP OF INDIAN SECURITIES 
 

Foreign investment in Indian securities is regulated through the FEMA and various regulations made thereunder. The 

Department of Industrial Policy and Promotion, Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Government of India (“DIPP”) makes 

policy announcements on FDI through press notes and press releases which are notified by the RBI as amendments to the 

FEMA. The DIPP also issues the Consolidated Foreign Direct Investment Policy from time to time. The regulatory framework 

pertaining to foreign investment, over a period of time, thus, consists of acts, regulations, master circulars, press notes, press 

releases, and clarifications among other amendments.  

  

The current consolidated FDI policy circular of 2017, dated August 28, 2017 issued by the DIPP (“FDI Policy”) consolidates 

the policy framework which was in force as on August 28, 2017. All the press notes, press releases, clarifications on FDI issued 

by DIPP till August 27, 2017 stand rescinded as on August 28, 2017. In terms of the FDI Policy, Foreign investment is 

permitted (except in the prohibited sectors) in Indian companies either through the automatic route or the Government route, 

depending upon the sector in which foreign investment is sought to be made.

Subject to anything to the contrary hereinafter provided and unless the context requires otherwise, the Regulations contained

INTERPRETATION 

 

I. (1) In these regulations— 

a) “The Act” means the Companies Act, 2013, 

b) “The seal” means the common seal of the company. 

c) “Public company” means a company which— 

  a) is not a private company;  

    Provided that a company which is a subsidiary of a company, not being a private 

Company, shall be deemed to be public company for the purposes of this Act even 

     Where such subsidiary company continues to be a private company in its articles; 

 

(2) Unless the context otherwise requires, words or expressions contained in these regulations shall bear the same 

meaning as in the Act or any statutory modification thereof in force at the date at which these regulations become 

binding on the company. 

 

SHARE CAPITAL AND VARIATION OF RIGHTS 

II. 1.    Subject to the provisions of the Act and these Articles, the shares in the capital of the company shall be under the 

control of the Directors who may issue, allot or otherwise dispose of the same or any of them to such persons, in such 

proportion and on such terms and conditions and either at a premium or at par and at such time as they may from time 

to time think fit. Further provided that the option or right to call of shares shall not be given to any person except with 

the sanction of the Company in general meeting.

(iv) In respect of any share or shares held jointly by several persons, the company shall not be bound to issue more than 

one certificate, and delivery of a certificate for a share to one of several joint holders shall be sufficient delivery to all such 

holders. 

3. (i) If any share certificate be worn out, defaced, mutilated or torn or if there be no further space on the back for 

endorsement of transfer, then upon production and surrender thereof to the company, a new certificate may be issued in 

lieu thereof, and if any certificate is lost or destroyed then upon proof thereof  to  the  satisfaction  of  the  company  and  

on execution of such indemnity as the company deem adequate, a new certificate in lieu thereof shall  be  given.  Every 

certificate under this Article shall be issued on payment of twenty rupees for each certificate. 

(ii) The provisions of Articles (2) and (3) shall mutatis mutandis apply to debentures of the company. 

4. Except as required by law, no person shall be recognized by the company as holding any share upon any trust, and the 

company shall not be bound by, or be compelled in any way  to  recognize  (even when having notice  thereof) any 

equitable, contingent,  future or partial interest in any share, or any interest in any fractional part of a share, or (except 

only as by these regulations or by law otherwise provided) any other rights in respect of any share except an absolute 

right to the entirety thereof in the registered holder. 

5. (i) The company may exercise the powers of paying commissions conferred by sub-section (6) of section 40, provided 

that the rate per cent. or the amount of the commission paid or agreed to be paid shall be disclosed in the manner required 

by that section and rules made there under. 

(ii) The rate or amount of the commission shall not exceed the rate or amount prescribed in rules made under sub-section 

(6) of section 40. 
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(iii) The commission may be satisfied by the payment of cash or the allotment of fully or partly paid shares or partly in 

the one way and partly in the other. 

6. (i) If at any time the share capital is divided into different classes of shares, the rights attached to any class (unless 

otherwise provided by the terms of issue of the shares of that class) may, subject to the provisions of section 48, and 

whether or not the company is being wound up, be varied with the consent in writing of the holders of three-fourths of the 

issued shares of that class, or with the sanction of a special resolution passed at a separate meeting of the holders of the 

shares of that class. 

(ii) To every such separate meeting, the provisions of these regulations relating to general meetings shall mutatis mutandis 

apply, but so that the necessary quorum shall be at least two persons holding at least one-third of the issued shares of the 

class in question. 

7. The rights conferred upon the holders of the shares of any class issued with preferred or other rights shall not, unless 

otherwise expressly provided by the terms of issue of the shares of that class, be deemed to be varied by the creation or 

issue of further shares ranking pari passu therewith. 

8. Subject to the provisions of section 55, any preference shares may, with the sanction of an ordinary resolution, be issued 

on the terms that they are to be redeemed on such terms and in such manner as the company before the issue of the shares 

may, by special resolution, determine. 

8A. (i) where at any time Company having Share Capital proposes to increase its subscribed capital by the issue of further 

Shares, such shares shall be offered: 

(a) to persons who, at the date of the offer, are holders of equity shares of the company in proportion, as nearly as 

circumstances admit, to the paid-up share capital on those shares by sending a letter of offer subject to the conditions 

specified in the relevant provisions of Section 62 of the Act. 

(b) to employees under a scheme of employees’ stock option, subject to special resolution passed by company and subject 

to such other conditions as may be prescribed under the relevant rules of Section 62. 

(c) to any persons, if it is authorized by a special resolution, whether or not those persons include the persons referred to 

in clause (a) or clause (b), either for cash or for a consideration other than cash, if the price of such shares is determined 

by the valuation report of a registered valuer subject to such conditions as may be prescribed under the relevant rules 

of Section 62. 

(ii)  The notice shall be dispatched through registered post or speed post or through electronic mode to all the existing 

shareholders at least three days before the opening of the issue.  

(iii) Nothing in this Article shall apply to the increase of the subscribed capital of company caused by the exercise of an 

option as a term attached to the debentures issued or loan raised by the company to convert such debentures or loans 

into shares in the company: 

       Provided that the terms of issue of such debentures or loan containing such an option have been approved, before the 

issue of such debentures or the raising of loan, by a special resolution passed by the company in general meeting. 

 

DEMATERIALISATION OF SHARES 

8B. (i) Notwithstanding anything contained in these Articles, the Company shall be entitled to dematerialise its shares, 

debentures and other securities and to offer any shares, debentures or other securities  proposed to be issued by it for 

subscription in a dematerialized form and on the same being done, the Company shall further be entitled to maintain a 

Register of Members/ Debenture  holders/ other securitiy holders with the details of members/debenture holders/ other 

securities both in materialized and dematerialized form in any medium as permitted by the Act. 

(ii) Every person subscribing to or holding securities of the Company shall have the option to receive security certificates 

or to hold the securities in electronic form with a Depository. If a person opts to hold his security with a Depository, the 

Company shall intimate such Depository the details of allotment of the security, and on receipt of the information, the 

Depository shall enter in its records the name of the allottee as the Beneficial Owner of the Security. 

 

(iii) Save as herein otherwise provided, the Company shall be entitled to treat the person whose name appears as the 

beneficial owner of the shares, debentures and other securities in the records of the Depository as the absolute owner 

thereof as regards receipt of dividends or bonus on shares, interest/premium on debentures and other securities and 

repayment thereof or for service of notices and all or any other matters connected with the Company and accordingly the 

Company shall not (except as ordered by the Court of competent jurisdiction or as by law required and except as aforesaid) 

be bound to recognise any benami trust or equity or equitable, contingent or other claim to or interest in such shares, 

debentures or other securities as the case may be, on the part of any other person whether or not it shall have express or 

implied notice thereof. 

(iv) In the case of transfer of shares, debentures or other securities where the Company has not issued any certificates and 

where such shares, debentures or other securities are being held in an electronic and fungible form, the provisions of the 

Depositories Act, shall apply. 

Provided that in respect of the shares and securities held by the depository on behalf of a beneficial owner, provisions of 

Section 9 of the Depositories Act shall apply so far as applicable. 

 

(v) Every Depository shall furnish to the Company, information about the transfer of securities in the name of the 

Beneficial Owner at such intervals and in such manner as may be specified by the bye-laws of the Depository and the 

Company in that behalf. 
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(vi) Except as specifically provided in these Articles, the provisions relating to joint holders of shares, calls, lien on shares, 

forfeiture of shares and transfer and transmission of shares shall be applicable to shares held in electronic form so far as 

they apply to shares in physical form subject however to the provisions of the Depositories Act. 

LIEN 

9.(i) The company shall have a first and paramount lien— 

    (a) on every share (not being a fully paid share), for all monies (whether presently payable or not) called, or payable at 

a fixed time, in respect of that share; and 

    (b) on all shares (not being fully paid shares) standing registered in the name of a single person, for all monies presently 

payable by him or his estate to the company: 

Provided that the Board of directors may at any time declare any share to be wholly or in part exempt from the provisions 

of this clause. 

Every fully paid shares shall be free from all lien and that in the case of partly paid shares the Issuer’s lien shall be 

restricted to moneys called or payable at fixed time in respect of such shares; 

(ii) The company’s lien, if any, on a share shall extend to all dividends payable and bonuses declared from time to time in 

respect of such shares. 

10. The company may sell, in such manner as the Board thinks fit, any shares on which the company has a lien: 

        Provided that no sale shall be made— 

        (a) unless a sum in respect of which the lien exists is presently payable; or 

        (b) until  the expiration of  fourteen days after a notice  in writing  stating and demanding payment of such part of the 

amount in respect of which the lien exists as is presently payable, has been given to the registered holder for the time 

being of the share or the person entitled thereto by reason of his death or insolvency. 

11. (i) To give effect to any such sale, the Board may authorize some person to transfer the shares sold to the purchaser thereof. 

(ii) The purchaser shall be registered as the holder of the shares comprised in any such transfer. 

(iii) The purchaser shall not be bound to see to the application of the purchase money, nor shall his title to the shares be 

affected by any irregularity or invalidity in the proceedings in reference to the sale. 

12. (i) The proceeds of the sale shall be received by the company and applied in payment of such part of the amount in respect 

of which the lien exists as is presently payable. 

(ii) The residue, if any, shall, subject to a like lien for sums not presently payable as existed upon the shares before the 

sale, be paid to the person entitled to the shares at the date of the sale. 

 

CALLS ON SHARES 

13. (i) The Board may, from time to time, make calls upon the members in respect of any monies unpaid on their shares 

(whether on account of the nominal value of the shares or by way of premium) and not by the conditions of allotment 

thereof made payable at fixed times: 

Provided that no call shall exceed one-fourth of the nominal value of the share or be payable at less than one month from 

the date fixed for the payment of the last preceding call. 

(ii) Each member shall, subject to receiving at least fourteen days’ notice specifying the time or times and place of 

payment, pay to the company, at the time or times and place so specified, the amount called on his shares. 

(iii) A call may be revoked or postponed at the discretion of the Board. 

14. A call shall be deemed to have been made at the time when the resolution of the Board authorizing the call was passed 

and may be required to be paid by installments. 

15. The joint holders of a share shall be jointly and severally liable to pay all calls in respect thereof. 

16. (i) If a sum called in respect of a share is not paid before or on the day appointed for payment thereof, the person from 

whom the sum is due shall pay interest thereon from the day appointed for payment thereof to the time of actual payment 

at ten per cent. per annum or at such lower rate, if any, as the Board may determine. 

(ii) The Board shall be at liberty to waive payment of any such interest wholly or in part. 

17. (i) Any sum which by the terms of issue of a share becomes payable on allotment or at any fixed date, whether on account 

of the nominal value of the share or by way of premium, shall, for the purposes of these regulations, be deemed to be a 

call duly made and payable on the date on which by the terms of issue such sum becomes payable. 

(ii) In case of non-payment of such sum, all the relevant provisions of these regulations as to payment of interest and 

expenses, forfeiture or otherwise shall apply as if such sum had become payable by virtue of a call duly made and notified. 

18. The Board— 

(a) may, if it thinks fit, receive from any member willing to advance the same, all or any part of the monies uncalled and 

unpaid upon any shares held by him; and 

(b) upon all or any of the monies so advanced, may (until the same would, but for such  advance, become presently 

payable) pay  interest  at  such  rate not  exceeding, unless  the  company  in  general meeting  shall  otherwise  direct,  

twelve  per  cent. Per annum, as may be agreed upon between the Board and the member paying the sum in advance. 

 

TRANSFER OF SHARES 

19. (i) The instrument of transfer of any share in the company shall be executed by or on behalf of both the transferor and 

transferee. 

(ii) The transferor shall be deemed to remain a holder of the share until the name of the transferee is entered in the register 

of members in respect thereof. 

20. The Board may, subject to the right of appeal conferred by section 58 decline to register— 

(a) The transfer of a share, not being a fully paid share, to a person of whom they do not approve; or 
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(b) Any transfer of shares on which the company has a lien. 

       (c) Provided however that the Company will not decline to register or acknowledge any transfer of shares on the ground 

of the transferor being either alone or jointly with any other person or persons indebted to the Company on any account 

whatsoever. 

       (d) The common form of transfer shall be used by the Company. 

 

21. The Board may decline to recognize any instrument of transfer unless— 

(a) The instrument of transfer is in the form as prescribed in rules made under sub-section (1) of section 56; 

(b) the instrument of transfer is accompanied by the certificate of the shares to which it relates, and such other evidence 

as the Board may reasonably require to show the right of the transferor to make the transfer; and 

(c)  The instrument of transfer is in respect of only one class of shares. 

22. On giving not less than seven days’ previous notice in accordance with section 91 and rules made there under, the 

registration of transfers may be suspended at such times and for such periods as the Board may from time to time 

determine: 

Provided  that such  registration shall not be suspended  for more  than  thirty days at any one time or for more than forty-

five days in the aggregate in any year. 

 

TRANSMISSION OF SHARES 

23. (i) On the death of a member, the survivor or survivors where the member was a joint holder,  and his nominee or nominees 

or  legal  representatives where he was  a  sole holder,  shall  be  the  only  persons  recognized  by  the  company  as  

having  any  title  to  his interest in the shares. 

(ii) Nothing in clause (i) shall release the estate of a deceased joint holder from any liability in respect of any share which 

had been jointly held by him with other persons. 

24. (i) Any  person  becoming  entitled  to  a  share  in  consequence  of  the  death  or insolvency of a member may, upon 

such evidence being produced as may from time to time properly be required by the Board and subject as hereinafter 

provided, elect, either— 

    (a) To be registered himself as holder of the share; or 

    (b) To make such transfer of the share as the deceased or insolvent member could have made. 

(ii) The Board shall, in either case, have the same right to decline or suspend registration as it would have had, if the 

deceased or insolvent member had transferred the share before his death or insolvency. 

25. (i) If the person so becoming entitled shall elect to be registered as holder of the share himself, he shall deliver or send to 

the company a notice in writing signed by him stating that he so elects. 

(ii) If the person aforesaid shall elect to transfer the share, he shall testify his election by executing a transfer of the share. 

(iii) All the limitations, restrictions and provisions of these regulations relating to the right to transfer and the registration 

of transfers of shares shall be applicable to any such notice or transfer as aforesaid as if the death or insolvency of the 

member had not occurred and the notice or transfer were a transfer signed by that member. 

26. A person becoming entitled to a share by reason of the death or insolvency of the holder shall be entitled to the same 

dividends and other advantages to which he would be entitled if he were the registered holder of the share, except that he 

shall not, before being registered as a member in respect of the share, be entitled in respect of it to exercise any right 

conferred by membership in relation to meetings of the company: 

Provided that the Board may, at any time, give notice requiring any such person to elect either to be registered himself or 

to transfer the share, and if the notice is not complied with within ninety days, the Board may thereafter withhold payment 

of all dividends, bonuses or other monies payable in respect of the share, until the requirements of the notice have been 

complied with. 

 

FORFEITURE OF SHARES 

27. If a member fails to pay any call, or installment of a call, on the day appointed for payment thereof, the Board may, at any 

time thereafter during such time as any part of the call or installment remains unpaid, serve a notice on him requiring 

payment of so much of the call or installment as is unpaid, together with any interest which may have accrued. 

28. The notice aforesaid shall— 

(a) Name a further day (not being earlier than the expiry of fourteen days  from the date of service of the notice) on or 

before which the payment required by the notice is to be made; and 

(b) State that, in the event of non-payment on or before the day so named, the shares in respect of which the call was made 

shall be liable to be forfeited. 

29. If the requirements of any such notice as aforesaid are not complied with, any share in respect of which the notice has 

been given may, at any time thereafter, before the payment required by the notice has been made, be forfeited by a 

resolution of the Board to that effect. 

30. (i) A forfeited share may be sold or otherwise disposed of on such terms and in such manner as the Board thinks fit. 

(ii) At  any  time  before  a  sale  or  disposal  as  aforesaid,  the  Board  may  cancel  the forfeiture on such terms as it 

thinks fit. 

31. (i)   A person whose shares have been forfeited shall cease to be a member in respect of the forfeited shares, but shall, 

notwithstanding the forfeiture, remain liable to pay to the company all monies which, at the date of forfeiture, were 

presently payable by him to the company in respect of the shares. 

(ii) The  liability  of  such  person  shall  cease  if  and when  the  company  shall  have received payment in full of all such 

monies in respect of the shares. 
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32. (i)  A duly verified declaration in writing that the declarant is a director, the manager or the secretary, of the company, 

and that a share in the company has been duly forfeited on a date stated in the declaration, shall be conclusive evidence of 

the facts therein stated as against all persons claiming to be entitled to the share; 

(ii) The company may receive the consideration, if any, given for the share on any sale or disposal thereof and may execute 

a transfer of the share in favour of the person to whom the share is sold or disposed of; 

(iii) The transferee shall thereupon be registered as the holder of the share; and 

(v) The transferee shall not be bound to see to the application of the purchase money, if any, nor shall his  title  to  the  

share be affected by any  irregularity or  invalidity  in  the proceedings in reference to the forfeiture, sale or disposal 

of the share. 

33. The provisions of these regulations as to forfeiture shall apply in the case of non-payment of any sum which, by the terms 

of issue of a share, becomes payable at a fixed time, whether on account of the nominal value of the share or by way of 

premium, as if the same had been payable by virtue of a call duly made and notified. 

 

ALTERATION OF CAPITAL 

34. The company may, from time to time, by ordinary resolution increase the share capital by such sum, to be divided into 

shares of such amount, as may be specified in the resolution 

35. Subject to the provisions of section 61, the company may, by ordinary resolution,— 

(a)  Consolidate and divide all or any of its share capital into shares of larger amount than its existing shares; 

(b) Convert all or any of its fully paid-up shares into stock, and reconvert that stock into fully paid-up shares of any 

denomination; 

(c)  Sub-divide its existing shares or any of them into shares of smaller amount than is fixed by the memorandum; 

(d) Cancel any shares which, at the date of the passing of the resolution, have not been taken or agreed to be taken by any 

person 

36. Where shares are converted into stock,— 

(a) the holders of stock may transfer the same or any part thereof in the same manner as, and subject to the same regulations 

under which, the shares from which the stock arose might before the conversion have been transferred, or as near thereto 

as circumstances admit: 

Provided that the Board may, from time to time, fix the minimum amount of stock transferable, so, however, that such 

minimum shall not exceed the nominal amount of the shares from which the stock arose. 

(b) the holders of stock shall, according to the amount of stock held by them, have  the  same  rights,  privileges  and  

advantages  as  regards  dividends,  voting  at meetings of the company, and other matters, as if they held the shares from 

which the stock arose; but no such privilege or advantage (except participation in the dividends and profits of the company 

and in the assets on winding up) shall be conferred by an amount of stock which would not, if existing in shares, have 

conferred that privilege or advantage. 

(c) such of the regulations of the company as are applicable to paid-up shares shall  apply  to  stock  and  the words  “share”  

and  “shareholder”  in  those  regulations shall include “stock” and “stock-holder” respectively. 

37. The company may, by special resolution, reduce  in any manner and with, and subject to, any incident authorized and 

consent required by law,— 

(a) Its share capital; 

(b) Any capital redemption reserve account; or 

(c) Any share premium account. 

 

CAPITALISATION OF PROFITS 

38. (i) The company in general meeting may, upon the recommendation of the Board, resolve— 

(a) that  it  is desirable  to capitalize any part of  the amount for  the  time being standing to the credit of any of the 

company’s reserve accounts, or to the credit of the profit and loss account, or otherwise available for distribution; 

and 

(b) That such sum is accordingly set free for distribution in the manner specified in clause (ii) amongst the members 

who would have been entitled thereto, if distributed by way of dividend and in the same proportions. 

(ii) The sum aforesaid shall not be paid in cash but shall be applied, subject to the provision contained in clause (iii), either 

in or towards— 

(a) paying up any amounts for the time being unpaid on any shares held by such members respectively; 

(b) paying  up  in  full,  unissued  shares  of  the  company  to  be  allotted  and distributed, credited as fully paid-up, 

to and amongst such members in the proportions aforesaid; 

(c) Partly in the way specified in sub-clause (A) and partly in that specified in sub-clause (b); 

(d) A  securities  premium account and a capital redemption reserve account may,  for  the  purposes  of  this  

regulation,  be  applied  in  the  paying  up  of  unissued shares to be issued to members of the company as fully 

paid bonus shares; 

(e) The Board shall give effect to the resolution passed by the company in pursuance of this regulation. 

39. (i) Whenever such a resolution as aforesaid shall have been passed, the Board shall— 

(a) Make all appropriations and applications of the undivided profits resolved to be capitalized thereby, and all 

allotments and issues of fully paid shares if any; and 

(b) Generally do all acts and things required to give effect thereto. 

(ii) The Board shall have power— 
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(a) To make such provisions, by the issue of fractional certificates or by payment in cash or otherwise as it thinks fit, 

for the case of shares becoming distributable infractions; and 

(b) To authorize any person to enter, on behalf of all the members entitled thereto, into an agreement with the company 

providing for the allotment to them respectively, credited as fully paid-up, of any further shares to which they may 

be entitled upon such capitalization, or as the case may require, for the payment by the company on their behalf, 

by the application thereto of their respective proportions of profits resolved to be capitalized, of the amount or any 

part of the amounts remaining unpaid on their existing shares; 

(iii) Any agreement made under such authority shall be effective and binding on such members. 

(iv) Capital paid-up in advance of calls on any share may carry interest but shall not in respect thereof confer a right to 

dividend or to participate in profits. 

 

BUY-BACK OF SHARES 

40. Notwithstanding anything contained in these articles but subject to the provisions of sections 68 to 70 and any other 

applicable provision of the Act or any other law for the time being in force, the company may purchase its own shares or 

other specified securities. 

 

GENERAL MEETINGS 

41. All general meetings other than annual general meeting shall be called extra-ordinary general meeting. 

42. (i) The Board may, whenever it thinks fit, call an extraordinary general meeting. 

      (ii) If at any time directors capable of acting who are sufficient in number to form a quorum are not within India, any 

director or any two members of the company may call an extraordinary general meeting in the same manner, as nearly 

as possible, as that in which such a meeting may be called by the Board. 

 

PROCEEDINGS AT GENERAL MEETINGS 

43. (i) No business shall be transacted at any general meeting unless a quorum of members is present at the time when the 

meeting proceeds to business. 

(ii) Save as otherwise provided herein, the quorum for the general meetings shall be as provided in section 103. 

44. (i) The chairperson, if any, of the Board shall preside as Chairperson at every general meeting of the company. 

45. If there is no such Chairperson, or if he is not present within fifteen minutes after the  time  appointed  for holding  the 

meeting, or  is unwilling  to  act  as  chairperson of  the meeting,  the directors present  shall elect one of  their members  

to be Chairperson of  the meeting. 

46. If at any meeting no director is willing to act as Chairperson or if no director is present within fifteen minutes after the time 

appointed for holding the meeting, the members present shall choose one of their members to be Chairperson of the 

meeting. 

 

ADJOURNMENT OF MEETING 

47. (i) The Chairperson may, with the consent of any meeting at which a quorum is present, and shall, if so directed by the 

meeting, adjourn the meeting from time to time and from place to place. 

(ii) No business shall be transacted at any adjourned meeting other than the business left unfinished at the meeting from 

which the adjournment took place. 

(iii) When a meeting is adjourned for thirty days or more, notice of the adjourned meeting shall be given as in the case of 

an original meeting. 

(iv) Save  as  aforesaid,  and  as  provided  in  section  103  of  the Act,  it  shall  not  be necessary  to give any notice of 

an adjournment or of  the business  to be  transacted at an adjourned meeting. 

 

VOTING RIGHTS 

48.  Subject to any rights or restrictions for the time being attached to any class or classes of  shares,— 

(a) On a show of hands, every member present in person shall have one vote; and 

(b) On a poll, the voting rights of members shall be in proportion to his share in the paid-up equity share capital of the 

company. 

49. A member may exercise his vote at a meeting by electronic means in accordance with section 108 and shall vote only once. 

50. (i) In the case of joint holders, the vote of the senior who tenders a vote, whether in person or by proxy, shall be 

accepted to the exclusion of the votes of the other joint holders. 

(ii) For this purpose, seniority shall be determined by the order in which the names stand in the register of members. 

51. A member of unsound mind, or in respect of whom an order has been made by any court having jurisdiction in lunacy, may 

vote, whether on a show of hands or on a poll, by his committee or other legal guardian, and any such committee or guardian 

may, on a poll, vote by proxy. 

52. Any business other than that upon which a poll has been demanded may be preceded with, pending the taking of the poll. 

53. No member shall be entitled to vote at any general meeting unless all calls or other sums presently payable by him in 

respect of shares in the company have been paid. 

54. (i) No objection shall be raised to the qualification of any voter except at the meeting or adjourned meeting at which the 

vote objected to is given or tendered, and every vote not disallowed at such meeting shall be valid for all purposes. 

(ii) Any such objection made in due time shall be referred to the Chairperson of the meeting, whose decision shall be final 

and conclusive. 
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PROXY 

55. The instrument appointing a proxy and the power-of-attorney or other authority, if  any, under which  it  is  signed or  a 

notarized  copy of  that power or  authority,  shall be deposited at the registered office of the company not less than 48 

hours before the time for holding  the meeting or  adjourned meeting  at which  the person named  in  the  instrument 

proposes to vote, or, in the case of a poll, not less than 24 hours before the time appointed for the taking of the poll; and 

in default the instrument of proxy shall not be treated as valid. 

56. An instrument appointing a proxy shall be in the form as prescribed in the rules made under section 105. 

57. A vote given in accordance with the terms of an instrument of proxy shall be valid, notwithstanding  the previous death 

or  insanity of  the principal or  the  revocation of  the proxy or of the authority under which the proxy was executed, or 

the transfer of the shares in respect of which the proxy is given: Provided that no intimation in writing of such death, 

insanity, revocation or transfer shall have been  received by  the  company  at  its office before  the  commencement of  

the meeting or adjourned meeting at which the proxy is used. 

 

BOARD OF DIRECTORS 

58. The name of First Directors of the Company are:- 

1. Shri Mishrilal Shah  

2. Shri Pramodkumar Chopra  

59. (i) The remuneration of the directors shall, in so far as it consists of a monthly payment, be deemed to accrue from day-to-

day. 

(ii)  In  addition  to  the  remuneration  payable  to  them  in  pursuance  of  the Act,  the directors may be paid all travelling, 

hotel and other expenses properly incurred by them— 

(a) in attending and returning from meetings of the Board of Directors or any committee thereof or general meetings 

of the company; or 

(b) in connection with the business of the company. 

60. The Board may pay all expenses incurred in getting up and registering the company. 

61. The company may exercise the powers conferred on it by section 88 with regard to the  keeping  of  a  foreign  register;  

and  the Board may  (subject  to  the  provisions  of  that section) make and vary such regulations as it may thinks fit 

respecting the keeping of any such  register. 

62. All cheques, promissory notes, drafts, hundis, bills of exchange and other negotiable instruments, and all receipts for monies 

paid to the company, shall be signed, drawn, accepted, endorsed, or otherwise executed, as the case may be, by such person 

and in such manner as the Board shall from time to time by resolution determine. 

63. Every director present at any meeting of the Board or of a committee thereof shall sign his name in a book to be kept for 

that purpose. 

64. (i) Subject to the provisions of section 149, the Board shall have power at any time, and from time to time, to appoint a 

person as an additional director, provided the number of the directors and additional directors together shall not at any time 

exceed the maximum strength fixed for the Board by the articles. 

(ii) Such person shall hold office only up to the date of the next annual general meeting of the company but shall be 

eligible for appointment by the company as a director at that meeting subject to the provisions of the Act. 

 

PROCEEDINGS OF THE BOARD 

65. (i) The Board of Directors may meet for the conduct of business, adjourn and otherwise regulate its meetings, as it thinks 

fit. 

(ii) A director may, and the manager or secretary on the requisition of a director shall, at any time, summon a meeting of 

the Board. 

66. (i) Save  as  otherwise  expressly  provided  in  the Act,  questions  arising  at  any meeting of the Board shall be decided 

by a majority of votes. 

(ii) In case of an equality of votes, the Chairperson of the Board, if any, shall have a second or casting vote. 

67. The continuing directors may act notwithstanding any vacancy in the Board; but, if and so long as their number is reduced 

below the quorum fixed by the Act for a meeting of the Board, the continuing directors or director may act for the purpose 

of increasing the number of directors to that fixed for the quorum, or of summoning a general meeting of the company, but 

for no other purpose. 

68.(i) The Board may elect a Chairperson of its meetings and determine the period for which he is to hold office. 

(ii)  If no such Chairperson is elected, or if at any meeting the Chairperson is not present within five minutes after the time 

appointed for holding the meeting, the directors present may choose one of their numbers to be Chairperson of the meeting. 

69. (i) The Board may, subject to the provisions of the Act, delegate any of its powers to committees consisting of such member 

or members of its body as it thinks fit. 

(ii) Any committee so formed shall, in the exercise of the powers so delegated, conform to any regulations that may be 

imposed on it by the Board. 

70. (i) A committee may elect a Chairperson of its meetings. 

(ii)  If no such Chairperson is elected, or if at any meeting the Chairperson is not present within five minutes after the time 

appointed for holding the meeting, the members present may choose one of their members to be Chairperson of the 

meeting. 

71. (i) A committee may meet and adjourn as it thinks fit. 

(ii) Questions arising at any meeting of a committee shall be determined by a majority of votes of the members present, 

and in case of an equality of votes, the Chairperson shall have a second or casting vote. 
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72. All acts done in any meeting of the Board or of a committee thereof or by any person acting as a director, shall, 

notwithstanding that it may be afterwards discovered that there was some defect in the appointment of any one or more 

of such directors or of any person acting as aforesaid, or that they or any of them were disqualified, be as valid as if every  

such  director  or  such  person  had  been  duly  appointed  and was  qualified  to  be  a director. 

73. Save as otherwise expressly provided in the Act, a resolution in writing, signed by all the members of the Board or of a 

committee thereof, for the time being entitled to receive notice of a meeting of the Board or committee, shall be valid and 

effective as if it had been passed at a meeting of the Board or committee, duly convened and held. 

 

CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER, MANAGER, COMPANY SECRETARY OR CHIEF FINANCIAL OFFICER 

74. Subject to the provisions of the Act,— 

(i) A chief executive officer, manager, company secretary or chief financial officer may be appointed by the Board for 

such term, at such remuneration and upon such conditions as  it may  thinks  fit; and any chief executive officer, manager, 

company secretary  or  chief  financial  officer  so  appointed may  be  removed  by means  of  a resolution of the Board; 

(ii) A director may be appointed as chief executive officer, manager, company secretary or chief financial officer. 

75. A provision of the Act or these regulations requiring or authorizing a thing to be done by or to a director and chief executive 

officer, manager, company secretary or chief financial officer shall not be satisfied by its being done by or to the same 

person acting both as director and as, or in place of, chief executive officer, manager, company secretary or chief financial 

officer. 

 

THE SEAL 

76. (i) The Board shall provide for the safe custody of the seal. 

(ii) The seal of the company shall not be affixed  to  any  instrument  except by  the authority of a resolution of the Board 

or of a committee of the Board authorized by it in that behalf, and except in the presence of at least two directors and of 

the secretary or such other person as the Board may appoint for the purpose; and those two directors and the secretary or 

other person aforesaid shall sign every instrument to which the seal of the company is so affixed in their presence. 

 

DIVIDENDS AND RESERVE 

77. The company in general meeting may declare dividends, but no dividend shall exceed the amount recommended by the 

Board. 

78. Subject to the provisions of section 123, the Board may from time to time pay to the members such interim dividends as 

appear to it to be justified by the profits of the company. 

79. (i) The Board may, before recommending any dividend, set aside out of the profits of  the  company  such  sums  as  it  

thinks  fit    as  a  reserve  or  reserves which  shall,  at  the discretion of the Board, be applicable for any purpose to which 

the profits of the company may be properly applied, including provision for meeting contingencies or for equalizing 

dividends; and pending such application, may, at the like discretion, either be employed in the business of the company 

or be invested in such investments (other than shares of the company) as the Board may, from time to time, thinks fit. 

(ii) The Board may also carry forward any profits which it may consider necessary not to divide, without setting them 

aside as a reserve. 

80. (i) Subject to the rights of persons, if any, entitled to shares with special rights as to dividends, all dividends shall be 

declared and paid according to the amounts paid or credited as paid on the shares in respect whereof the dividend is paid, 

but if and so long as nothing is paid upon any of the shares in the company, dividends may be declared and paid according 

to the amounts of the shares. 

(ii) No amount paid or credited as paid on a share in advance of calls shall be treated for the purposes of this regulation as 

paid on the share. 

(iii) All dividends shall be apportioned and paid proportionately to the amounts paid or credited as paid on the shares 

during any portion or portions of the period in respect of which the dividend is paid; but if any share is issued on terms 

providing that it shall rank for dividend as from a particular date such share shall rank for dividend accordingly. 

81. The Board may deduct from any dividend payable to any member all sums of money, if any, presently payable by him to 

the company on account of calls or otherwise in relation to the shares of the company. 

82. (i) Any dividend, interest or other monies payable in cash in respect of shares may be paid by cheque or warrant sent 

through the post directed to the registered address of the holder or, in the case of joint holders, to the registered address of 

that one of the joint holders who is first named on the register of members, or to such person and to such address as the 

holder or joint holders may in writing direct. 

(ii) Every such cheque or warrant shall be made payable to the order of the person to whom it is sent. 

83. Any one of two or more joint holders of a share may give effective receipts for any dividends, bonuses or other monies 

payable in respect of such share. 

84. Notice of any dividend that may have been declared shall be given to the persons entitled to share therein in the manner 

mentioned in the Act. 

85. No dividend shall bear interest against the company.  

Provided however that no amount outstanding as unclaimed dividends shall be forfeited unless the claim becomes barred 

by law 

 

 

ACCOUNTS 
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86. (i) The Board shall from time to time determine whether and to what extent and at what times and places and under what 

conditions or regulations, the accounts and books of the company, or any of them, shall be open to the inspection of 

members not being directors. 

(ii) No member (not being a director) shall have any right of inspecting any account or book or document of the company 

except as conferred by law or authorized by the Board or by the company in general meeting. 

 

WINDING UP 

87. Subject to the provisions of Chapter XX of the Act and rules made there under— 

(i) If the company shall be wound up, the liquidator may, with the sanction of a special resolution of the company and any 

other sanction required by the Act, divide amongst the members, in specie or kind, the whole or any part of the assets of 

the company, whether they shall consist of property of the same kind or not. 

(ii) For the purpose aforesaid, the liquidator may set such value as he deems fair upon any property to be divided a0.2s 

aforesaid and may determine how such division shall be carried out as between the members or different classes of 

members. 

(iii) The liquidator may, with the like sanction, vest the whole or any part of such assets in trustees upon such trusts for 

the benefit of the contributories if he considers necessary, but so that no member shall be compelled to accept any shares 

or other securities whereon there is any liability. 

 

INDEMNITY 

88. Every officer of the company shall be indemnified out of the assets of the company against any liability incurred by him 

in defending any proceedings, whether civil or criminal, in which judgment is given in his favor or in which he is acquitted 

or in which relief is granted to him by the court or the Tribunal.
